Reparted Discovery of Rich Mines In

Lower California, Mexico.

Los Anueles, Call, March 8 -- The
cold discovoriea In lower California
hare created intense excitement la
every town In the southern part of
the state. The Santa Clara district,
where the crowd are rusliiuj?, Is about
1 iu mllei south of Sin Uiego and for-

ty miles west of Euseuada. All long
the Hue thousands aro en route to
the scene of the excitement. At San
Diego the streets are filled with
strangers outfitiug for tlio mines, and
with wagons and pack mules loulid
with miners' outfits. Au average of
(MO men a day have left for tliemiues
for the last four days, and the
number was much larger than that
Walters at the hotels and restaurants
have largely left, aud of
the force iu the Cuyamaca It til road
are gone. The best indication re-

garding the value of the mines is that
110 one has returned except to replen-
ish "grubstakes." The telegraphers
have also joined the prospooctors.
Kight hundred men were camped at
Tu Juana last night waiting clear-

ance from the custom-hous- Ensen-fl- a

la practically deserted by men. C
Vai Horn and C. Ameudt, of San
bingo, who were among the drat at the
mines, arrived at Euseuada last night.
Iloth are onthuslastlo. Fifteen good
rich lodges have already been discov-

ered and promise a permanent camp.
James Kerrane, of Los Angeles, re
turned from the camp last night. He
said : "There are already over 1,003
men on the ground.

Miners who came to this city
for supplies, returned at once on tho
evening train. Thoy say the Jloxi
cms who have been long at work at
the diggings are taklug out gold to
the extent of $15 a day each. They
eay there Is a great lack of mining
and that there Is a crying want for
rockers. A Mexican took out $1,500
iu two days in a space eight feet
square. There is no doubt as to tho
rlchnnaa of the placers.' The only
question 1b how extensive are they?
The host answer would seem to be
found in the fact that tho oldest resi-

dents and busiuoss mou of E monad a
went to the mines several weeks ago,
and despite the fact that merchandis-
ing oll'ors unusual inducements and
large profits Indeed, nouo have re-

turned. Upward of 500 men will
leave Los Angeles for the mines at
once.

SHERIDAN'S 8TEEO.

Tho General's Aeeount of How Ho Got
Hie Famous Mono, Kleusl.

Shortly aftor the affair Captain
Archibald P. Campbell, of the Second
Michigan Cavalry, presented mo with
the black horse called Klenzl. since
made historical from having been rid-

den by mo in many battles, conspicu
ously in the ride from Winchester to
Cedar Crook, which has boen celebrat
ed In the poem by T. Buchanan Itead.
Tills home was of Morgan stock, and
then about three years old. He was
jet black, excepting three white foot,
sixteen hnnds high and strongly built,
with great powers of endurance. Ho
was so active thatJie could cover with
case five miles an hour at his natural
walking gaiLV Tbo gelding had been
ridden seldom; in fiiet, Campbell had
been unaccustomed to riding till the
war broke out, end, I think, felt soma
disinclination to mount the fiery colt,
Campbell had an affection for him,
however, that never waned, and
would often come to my head-
quarters to see his favorite, the
eolt being carod for there by the
regimental farrier, an old man named
John Ashley, who hud taken him in
charge when leuvlng Michigan, and
had beon his groom ever since. Seeing
that I liked the bono 1 hnd ridden
him on several occasions Campbell
presented him to me on one of these
visits, and from that time till the close
of tho war I rode him almost contln- -

uously in every campaign and battle in
whloh I took part,. without once find-

ing him overcome by fatigue, though
on many occasions his atrength was
severely tested by long marches and
short rations. I never observed in him
any vlcloua habit; a nervousness and
rostlossness and switching of the tail,
when every thing about him waa In'
repose, being tho only Indication that
he might bo untrustworthy, No one
but a novice could be deceived by this,
however, for the intelligent evinoed
in every feature, and bis thoroughbred to

appearance, were so striking that any
person, accustomed to horses could not
misunderstand such a noble
tHundun'i Autobiography.

COLOR-BLIN- SEAMEN.

Aa Aflletlon That Is Mors General Ttsaa
Is Generally Bnppoeed.

The assistant secretary of the mv
rtne department ot the board of trade
has just issued (report embodying
many curious facts revealed by official
examinations for dur
ing the year ending with lost May. The
Importance of such examination ot
those whoso avocation on sea or land
requires them to distinguish betwecu
signals of different colors is strikingly
shown by the fact that out ot 320 men
examined at Tilbury docks between
January and May. 16 of them, or no
less than five per cent--, were found to
be incapable of discriminating be
tween green and red in the degreo
requisite for sate navigation. Yet it
would appear from this report that
one of the great steamship companies
has deemed it worth while to tost ap-

plicants for service on board their
ships in this respect

The reasonable probability Is that,
out of every hundred men employed
on the ships of all the othor com-

panies to keep a look-o- by night,
five ot them are physically disqualified
for the efficient discharge of this mo-

mentous duty. Details of a large num-

ber of examinations are given, and
among the coses mentioned are a great
many such as that of a man who had
been eighteen years at sea, and yet,
when put to the test, described a pink
cord as blue, and drab as green. Vari
ous Bhades of green and of yellow he pro
nounced to be red, and different sbodos
of neutral tint and of blue ho classed al-

together as green. A man thirty-thre- e

years of age who hod boen ovor four-
teen years at sea, and aspired to be-

come second mate of a vessel, pointed
out standard green as a red and
standard red as green. Bottle-gree- n

he took to be red, and pale
blue as red and green. It may be pre-
sumed that none of the men examined
were fully aware of their visual de-

ficiency, and probably few if any ot
them had any suspicion of their short
comings. It is a thing not easily test-
ed. A man who is blind to rod may,
nevertheless, manage to distinguish
between a green and a rod light,
shown simultaneously and with equal
illumination, by the apparent superior
brilliancy of the green. But his
power to do this, though it may ordi-
narily disguise his Infirmity oven from
himself, would not in the least help
him to pronounco upon the color ot a
single light The report expresses
the hope that othor important compa-

nies may soon follow the praiseworthy
examplo of the Orlont in requiring all
deck-hau- to pass the color test
London Daily i'ewt.
