Ihe Boandansss and Egyptians Comparesd
by an Amerioan Obsorver.

Soudnnesa are jot blnck and a finely-
formed set of mon. Many of them
have boen slaves, and all are volune
toors. They make sxcelont soldiers
nnd nre utterly fearloss in battle. They
will follow an English officer anywhore
nnd have won confidanse by their cour
ngo and endurance.

Tho Egyptlans make poor soldlers,
nro conseripts, nnd are cringlng aod
oowardly nt the side of the biscks
An Hlusteatlon wie given ol their
ecowardice on the dth of March lust
before Suakim. Colonsl Tabb, an
uncommonly promising offlcor of
twenly-pine «yoars, woa leading o
roglinont of  Egyptiana. To con-
firm the cournge of his troops he
jumpod from his horso and oried out:
“Siand, mon, stand,” but thoy fled Ig-
nominiously and left him to find a soli-
tary and untimely death. The Bou-
daness s not eareful to disgulse hls
econtempt for his Egypuan follow-sols
dier, and expresses hls self-osteem In
the stocck phrase, “I am like tho En.
glh."  The government Is anxious to
got hila service, and gives him thres
Umes the allowance of tho Egyptian
private, or five dollars o month, s
caraful of his prejudices and stipo-
lulos to earry hin wife and childron
from one permianent eamplug-place to
annthor,

The dervighes ure in control of the
Soudan. Thoy sre the Arab aod Sous
danoss followorn of the Mahdi, who
nro Inspired with his Mobnmmedan
funaticism and bhave aurvived him.
Thoy oail the binoka in the sorvice of
the Egyptinn Government “Hitle infl-
duln," to distingulsh them from the
Chitatinns, who are the “big infidels.®
Tho londers feed the veal of thelr troops
by tho promise of five white womoa
ench Il thoy reoch the Lowor Egypt
alive, and oighty wivea In case thoy
arelilled In batgle.  They dress, as far
aa there is mnterial enough to go
around, In white shirts, decorated with
rough patahes of colored stuffe  The
dofeat of Hicks Pasha sod the wue
render of Kharfoum furnlshes them
with an excelent wopply of wrms und
smmunition.

TWO KINDS OF RESINS.

Thosa That Wero In Use Among the An-
tlent Egypllans.

Among the minor lueldents of recont
explorntions ln Egypt 1 the unearth-
lng of two rosine which wore not
proviously known o have boon includ-
od in tho matorin medioa of the anclont
Egyptinne. The first of theso waa
found in & small jor that was disio
tarred Ina perfeot wiate from n heap
of rubbish amonjy the ruins of Nau-
erotin. the sito of o Greok volony, snd
atiributed to the Sixth Century B,
This resin, of which there was about
olght ounces, was opaqus and of &
brown color on the surface, but unders
neath was partly of & olear golden yel-
low eolor and partly of a dariter ting,
though still transparent, When chowed
it softensd In the mouth and tasted
like mastle, but ¥ had also the
pocular fMuvor of 'Chian turpentine
and gave off the oloml or fennel-like
odor of that drug when rubbed be-
twoon the fngers. It also rosembled
'Chinn turpentiioo, bub was not mastlo,
in solubility in alcohol. For theso and
other conslderations this anciont resin
has been pronounced by M. Holmes,
the curntor to the museum of the

with Chlan turpentine, although there
does not appear to have bhoon sny
provious evidence that the drug was
known to the anolont Egypilans. The
earllest oxtant mention of Chinn tur
penting bs by Theophrastus, who lived
from 870 o 285 B €.
