cIiGstoiT" Tho son of an EiigTish gentleman
cleans tbo spittoons and does liko work for
bis board and lodging only. Xu tho dining
room a young woman, who has held an ex-

cellent government place in Washington,
and has lotters of commendation from two
senators and ouo from President Cleveland,
servos the guests for $15 a month.

Tuero is but ono drawback to keep tho
town from blossoming out in the rod hues of
a llvo frontier town of tho sort of which tho
frontier writers tall. Tliero is very little red
paint to be bad; It is unlawful to sell whisky
in tho Indian territory. However, thero aro
a few cider joints of Uie Kansas variety, a
few gambling layouts, and one dance house.
With all this building, oil this trad3, all these
evidences of materiul prosperity and futuro
greatness, tho town would go down liko a
curd houso in a gale of wind could
tho president declare Oklahoma open to set-

tlement today.
Whilo Purccll is the only boomer settle-

ment, there is not a settlement of any other
kind within a day's journey of Oklahoma
iroper but has hosts of boomers. Their homos

are cosily distinguished, especially in the
Kansas towns, by tho frail character of tho
structures. It is really a modest estimate- to
my that 10,000 peoplo are living in dugouts
alone in tho Kansas border towns wuiting for
Oklahoma to open. Perhaps ono should say
they exist rather than live. People read of
the homes or the Ubilkat Indians in Alaska
and weep for sympathy. The Oklahoma
boomer, waiting in a dugout for a home in
tho promised land, Is about as badly off in
dress and home as the Cbilkat Indian. And
yet they are a cheerful lot. In A. C. McCord's
hotel tho other day (McCord was a boomer) a
Jot of boomers sat about the stove when The
bun reporter entered.

"They're all boomers," said McCord, nod
ding toward tho men, "but Solomon in all
his glory was not arrayed like ono of these.

That was trua The jwverty strickon
boomor does havo a hard lot, but the boom
ers aro by no means oil poverty stricken.
There ore men worth hundreds of thousands
In waiting. There are men of wealth who
ore even living here waiting to seo what is
going to bo dona Of course, they aro not
come to locauj on a quarter section of land.
One man at the Clifton house is ready to in-

vest $!5,0U0 in a grist mill just as soon as
there is a town in Oklahoma ready for tit
mill. Others will open stores, banks and real
estate offices. The border towns of Texas,
such as Gainesville and Deniaon, ara full of
boomers. It is certain that Oklahoma would
have a population of 100,000 within a month
were tho territory to be opened today. The
people here say that the population would
reach tliat figure in two weeks, and that esti
mate is backed by commercial travelers who
visit all of the border towns.

Such a wild time as there will be during
the early days of the new territory will prob
ably be without a parallel even In the oil
regions of Pennsylvania and tho mining
camps of the west, for thero never were so
many peoplo gathered before to make a rush.

Of the stories toid about recent raids and
conflicts with troops little need be said. The
stories were untrue. Every day some one
goes over into Oklahoma. Borne days three
or four wagons go over. As many return.
Thoy are exploring parties. Now and then
some one finds a secluded spot, and digs a
dugout and settles there, Mow and then the
scouts and cowboys find a settler, and make
him pull his freight This is the foundation
for the raid stories.

THE PROMISED LAND.

Is Oklahoma Worth the Trouble Token to
Get It?

Tho question that must now be uppermost
In the minds of tho reader is this; Is the land
worth all that troublof The answer must bo,

on tho wholo, in tbo afflrmativa Tho new
Oklahoma and Oklahoma proper, for that
matter contains a plenty of the worst land
In America. Tho sand hills in the Adiron-dnck- s

ure not a circumstance. Tlio bod lands
of tho northwest are the best parallel. Think
of trying to make a furm where salt lies two
Inches and more thick over hundreds of
square miles of earth Even where the soil
is good, in some tarts there is no water fit to
driuk.

On tho other hand, thero are millions of
acres of tho richest land, tho most productive
laud to bo found any whore in the world. Lot
the stronger who comes hero to buy, or sends
his money hero to bo loaned, after the land is
0jeuud, take core.

But not only will tho new territory be a
rich agricultural domain. Enough is known
to justify tho statement that it will bo rich
in mineral!). Nor is ouo obliged to tako tho
word of enthusiastic boomers for this, for
government documents, printed as long ago
as lb52, provo the awrtious.

In tho summer of ISM Capt R. B. Marcy
and Capt. Oeorge B. McClellan explored the
lied river to its sources. Tho report of Capt.
Murcy was printed the uoxt year. Accord-
ing to that tho best laud in tho now
territory will bo found in Kiowa and Co-
rn uncho reservation or the Fort Sill country
Of course, the Wichita mountains aro not
arable. It Is to tho land to the oast and
southeast that tho furmer must go. Of this
country, which, watered by tho Cacho, tho

and numerous other creeks and
branches, Capt Marcy speaks as enthusiastic-
ally as a boomer might do in those days.

Daring from camp at half part 8 this morning,
wo Journeyed along the southeastern bsse of ibe
mountains, passiar several spring brooks of cold,
delicious water (lowing from the deep gorgus of
tbo mountain.

We encamped this evening upon a swift running
brook. Following up Lb brook I found Its eource
Id a moat lovely vaucy. Tnls valley, wnico u

on threo sldea by lofty and rugged mount-
ains. Is mostly covered with a heavy growth of
timber of a very superior quality. The trees.
which are oak, are large, straight and tali and
aro the best suited to the carpenter's iiurpose of
any I nave ever seen west or ine cross lunOers.
The soli here possesses great fertility, and the
whole vaucy teems wiu uueeranoe or vegeta
tion.

Liko descriptions aro given of the greater
part of the reservation named, and the area
of the reservation is 3,U03,tA acres.

It appears, further, that the land in the
Cheyenne and Arrapahoe reservation is al
most as good, if not quite. There is leas tim-
ber in this reservation than in the other. The
northwestern port Is subject to drought, and
is much better tilted for stock ranches than
goneral farina All of Oklahoma projwr ap-
pears to bo of good soil some of it m of the
best quality mv only the two eastern tiers
of towns, wnlen or simply valueless for
farms.

The Cherokee outlet is on tho whole not
good for much besides stock. The ranges are
excellent East of tha lougitude of Kiowa,
Kan., the soil is fertile, but the water in sum-
mer is particularly bad. Very deep wells will
be nooHed if that is to Do settled.

The Osage reservation, according to O. W,

Palmer, an educated Cherokee, to whom the
reporter talked, is very rocky.

West of the Kiowa's longitude the Cherokee
strip has great bods of salt right on tho o

and Is elsewhere fit only for grazing, it
is subject to tbo hot winds and droughts.

Of No Man's Land The Sun has already
told. There is both good and bad land there.
but the best of that land Is not to be cfexn

pared with tho Comanche reservation.
The climate of the new territory is every-

where superb in fall and winter. In spring
and summer the future Oklahomau who
lives in the valloys of the Cimarron and Ca
nadian rivers will carry quinine pills in his
vest pocket Fever and ague abound, as tha
doubting eastern reader may determine by a
visit Very few of the boomers will admit
the truth of this statement, however. Else-
where the settler will And the climate of the
new territory excellent the year rouud, while
in the Comanche reservation it is simply de
lightful.

Tho mineral wealth of the territory
scattered about irrcgulariy. When The Bun
reporter mode known his mission here, on
elderly boomer took him to one side, and
drawing from a bag some pieces of ore, said

"Look at that I sue the gold. Bee this;
fool tlie weight How much el Ivor in that
piece V

It was fool's gold, and tha otlicr ptoco was
a very beautiful specimen of galena, which
itiay or may not have had a trace of silver in
It That galena, in kirgs quantities, is to be

found In the rid gee of the eastern part of
Oklahoma pro per need not be doubted. Coal
will be found in abundance in the valley of
the Canadian, O. W. Palmer told the re-

porter that he once washed a teospoonful of
gold from a double handful of loam cooped
up in Oklahoma proper. He waa not telling
lust wnere.

As to gold and stiver, however, there are
government reports. Tha late Gen. Sheri
dan, la a communication dated Chicago,
May 8, 1K7V,

Id a letter to Uie general of the army, 6ept SO,

1876, 1 notified him of the existence of deposits of
gold and silver la the western end of Wichita
mountains.

Capt Marcy, In his report previously
quoted, says (page 14)

The mountains at the head of the creek Otter
ereuKj nave aurnpt, rugged sides or coarse, sort,
flesh colored granite mixed with other granulated
Igneous rocks. Greenstone, porphyry and agate
are seen in veins running through the rocks, and
in some pieces or quarts wblct) were round by Dr.
Shuraarx) there were minute particles of gold.

In other porta of the report, not necessary
to quote vor he tim, the existence of large
quantities of copper and Iron ores is noted in
the vicinity of these mountains,

And yet everybody in the west is hooded
for Oklahoma proper.

Of Greer county, so called, being the land
lying between tho forks of the Bed river and
east of tho 100th meridian, which may be a
port oi me new territory in suite of the
claim of Texas, and its present organization
as a Texas county, it need only bo said that it
is some better than tho Texas panhandle.

1 lie view rrom r"ureoll is a type of the
peculiarities of tha western port of tho In
dian territory. The north bank of the Cana-
dian rises to a bluff 9U0 feet above the yellow
sand of the river bed. Hed clay, red sand
stone and red loam, layer on layer, ore piled
up, with a crown of fulut green gray grass
over alla picturesque knob, the highest
point for miles around. It Is not until the
traveler sees such bluffs as this that he is
fully able to appreciate the term broken land
which western people use. It looks as if it
might have been a ridge from which ono side
bad been cut away and the remainder had
then boon bent around until it split open Into
chasms and gulches, with precipitous blood
red aidea The effect on a novice is startling.

At tho foot of the cliff thero is a narrow
meadow land. Then comes the broad belt of
yellow sand, with here and there patches and
threads of water, that forms the river bed,
witu a fringe or scraggiy trees to mark the
further bank. Beyond this is another narrow
grassy bottom land, and tbon begins the
gentle nloi that rises and swells In countless
undulations and knolls, league on league, to
tho ragged line of the timber covered ridge
that. marks the horizon. Every where trees

Fe has another lino In operation across tho
northwest comer of the territory extending
Into the Texas panhandle and ultimately to
be built to El Paso. All thoso roads, existing
and proposed, will bo found on the map,

Ono of tho surveyors presents this estimate
of the available land: "There aro 12,000,000
acres now unoccupied and 1,000,000 Included '

by tho bill, which is being occupied by loss

Now then this gives us lJjd.OOO farms, or a
farming population of 750,000, and taking in
tho city jiopulatiou would leavo 1 ,200,000 jmxv
plo, or about tho same as now livo in tho
great state or Kansas."

A queer fenturo of tho Oklahoma business
is that all that part of the country controlled
by the Cherokees, and much of the rost, is
used for the herds of vast cattle syndicates,
whose leases hove been reieatcdly declared
illegal and who have been peremptorily or
dered to leave, and )'"t they aro still thero.
Of course they are opposed to opening tho
lands to settlement Nearly all the Cherokee
strip is inclosed y barbed wire fences.

It is not possible to givo a complete list of
tho cattlemen who havo ranges in tho new at
well as old Oklahoma fenced in, without
traveling further than the information is
worth. Tuttlo & Co., however, fenced up
the old Abilene cattle trail lost fall, tho trail
having boon abandoned since tho Santa Fe
line was completed across the territory. The
strip thus gobbled is throe miles wido and
forty long down to Pond Creek from Buffalo
Springs, say 70,000 acres in all

' The Cherokee Strip Cattle company is the
leading concern of all, but tho company owns
not a hoof, but only a lease of the Cherokee
strip, for which it pays tbo Chorukeo nation
$200,000 a year, or about dl cents a year per
aero for something ovur 0,000,000 acres. This
land it sublets to anybody with cattle, and the
sum realized Is estimated at from jJ0,UU0

to S750.000 uer annum. Tho corauanv is not1
telHng how much it mokes.

Another feature of the cattle business here '

is the fact that a large amount of English
mouey is invested in it

The lifo of the cattle owners when thoy
come to tho ranges at certain seasons was of
a sort to arouse the indignation of tbo boom
ers to the highest pitch. Every rongo had
somewhere a sheltered nook, and ranch build
ings and corrals were erected there. Ono of
the buildings was invariably fitted up for the
owners. It was made or logs usually, but
there was a large hall on tho first floor with
a long table in it, an ample kitchen at the
rear, and a dugout cellar handy by. On the
second floor were a number of bedrooms fur-
nished in a style to suit the taste of a Parisian,
or Parhnenne for that matter.

The face of the country is varied, chanc
ing from sandy plains and treeless prairies in
the west to bCiy country and well timbered
regions in the east The whole country is a
gentle slope. From the foot of the hills of
the Rocky mountains the slopo turns in a
southeasterly direction and most of the rivers
and streams run that way. As tho central
portion is reached there are somo groups and
ranges of mountains, most of them between
the Red and Canadian rivers, k iown as tho

asbita, Sonsboys ana tho Poteau ranges.
The northwestern section of tho Cherokee
strip consists of gra) plains, lacking some
what In rainfall for agricultural purposes.
but supplying excellent food for cattle. In
the eastern portion there are brood and fer-
tile valloys on each side of the rivers, fre
quent overflows from which keep the soil well
Ungated and constantly addiug to its alluvial
deposits. Back of these valleys ore undulat
ing uplands, most of them valuable agricul-
tural and timber lands.

For many years the Indian territory was
considered a great hunting ground. After the
buffalo retired west of the Missouri river
their favorite ranges were from the northern
portions of Texas, between the 103d and M3 th
degrees of longitude, to the British lino in
Montana. They were found In considerable
numbers in the western portion of the terri
tory, as were also tho other largo game of the
prairie sections, including the wild horse. The
buffalo and antelope have to a considerable
extent disappeared, and thoy aro very rarely
found; but deer, black and brown bear and
other game ore found in the timbered regions
and along tbo streams. Of the smaller game
the wild turkey, sage bens and a great va
riety of birds of prey are still found in that
section. There is very little fishing to bo luul.
However, in the territory, for tho reason, as
stated above, that many of the rivers dry
down to shallow pools during the summer

OKLAHOMA PROPER.

Tbe Specific Lands Toward Which Settlers
llave Always Turned.

What Is known as "Oklahoma Proper" con
sists or throe tracts or laud lying mostly be-

tween the 07th and 08th degs. of .angltude,
and between the Cherokoe strip on the north
and tho Chickasaw country on tho south. It
is considered for all practical purposes the
beet farming aud grating country in tho In
dian territory. It is not so well timbered as
tho eastern portion, requiring no clearing to
socuro fanning lauds, yot there is suflJciont
timber for tho protection of stock and for
building purposes.

Lying between tho Cimarron or Rod fork
of tho Arkansas river on tho north and the
Canadian river on the south, this lit tie tract
of country Is well watered and iu overy way
desirable.

What is known as tho Cherokee strio own- -
pies the northern and western portions of tim
territory, between the 07th and 100th degrees
of longitude. It contains something over
6,000,000 acres, aud was given the namo of
the Cherokee Outlet from tho fact that it was
secured by tho Cherokees as on exit from tbo
territory whore thoy had settled to tho hunt
ing grounds or tho northwest without en-

croachment upon the country to the north or
south of them. It is practically unoccupied
by Indians, and under the treaty of ItfCO re-

mains, of course, under tho jurisdiction of
the Cherokee nation. It is mado up Janrely
of grassy uplands, through tho heart of which
both tbe Cimarron and Salt fork of the
Arkansas river flow, making it a well wa-

tered and luxuriantly grassy plain hichlv
suitable to grazing. on

Tbo lands some years ago attracted tho at
tention of cattlemen, and there was consider-
able contest among them to secure tho valua-
ble

on

privileges of tbe strip. At one tlmo it on
was divided up among a number of small
holdinn. hnt several vcwra ntm th rrhamirn on

Strip Live Stock company, a corporation '
on

chartered under the laws of Kansas, ob-

tained a loose to the entire strip from tbo sh
Cherokees for $100,000 per year. Tbe com-
pany

or
su blet this great tract futo smaller hold-

ings, and It is said realized la the neighbor-
hood of 500,000 per year for thorn. The
lease expires in October next, and tho live
stock company has been making strong efforts
to secure a renewal of its privileges, but thus
far without success. I

Senator Plumb states his views and wishes,
and the reasons therefor, with a frankness
that is almost amusing, as follows:

"Tho opening of tho territory will compel
tbo Five Civilized Tribes to give up iart of
their territory. Tho whites will go on thoir
lauds and it will result in a general break
up. The present condition of things cannot
exist for a long time, and the sooner tho In-

dians come to understand that they caimot
maintain their autonomy perhaps tho bettor
it will be for them. Of conrao their lands
will never be taken without compensation.

"The opening up of the territory will stimu-
late business very considerably throughout
Kansaa It will have the effect, of course, to
tako some people out of Kansas, but in the
meantime, as I said before, it will bring a
much larger number in there. It will give a
market to our people for their productions.
and to our merchants for their goods not
only the merchants of Kansaa City aud
n (chito, but of ail the border toivus
