These few are mentioned at some
length only as instances of the many
brave and honorable men who stood no

(Irmly by their people In trouble, accept-
ing Uen. Lee's noble dictum: "Tlio south
has need of nil her sons." Of course no
invidious distinction it intended with
others, but this page would not contain
even their names. The roll la one of
honor for what they did in peace as well
as war, and ono who compares it with a
roll of the men honorably prominent in
various lines of activity will find a re-

markable correspondence. Alabama's
li.it of ten congressmen contains the
names of ten bravo soldiers. The Arkan-
sas list contnlus six, and her seventh
congressman was but 13 when tlio war
cnilod. Georgia's list of congressmen is
thickset with tho name of soldiers. Of
North Carolina's members eight have
proved their truth in war and in peaco.
Those nre only mentioned as illustrating
how faithfully tho men of the losing
cause have stood hy each other, ami not
nj in auy way reflecting on thosu whose
views of duty took them another way. No
class of men have more charity for old
differences than the real ooldlcrs, north
and south.

It may bo claimed, with modest confi-

dence, that tho soldiers of the Confeder
acy havo taught
one important
lesson; they have
proved that men

SOME EPISODES IN THE LIFE OF THE

CONFEDERATE CHIEF.

Mr. F. a De Fontaine Belstea Soaaa In- -'

foresting Hatters Not Now Generally

lUmembereil Horace Greeley and Mr.

Davis' Ball llond.

Admiral Ammenof the United State
navy, referring to hu early acquaintance
with Mr. Davis, said recently: "I first
met him in the autumn of 1847 as a senat-

or-elect from the state of Mississippi.

Ho was walking slowly on Pennsylvania
avenue, Washington, and noticeably
lame from a painful wound In tho foot

received in battle some eight months
previously. Ho was erect, probably six
foot in height, palu, thin, but wiry In ap-

pearance, and weighed perhaps 180

pounds. His complexion was somewhat
bronzed and his eyes a bluish gray. He
was exceptionally well informed on most

of the topics usually disoussod at that
tlmo, and I can recall no one from whom
I derived more useful information or
sound advice. He wa gentle and at-

tractive, conversational on many sub
ject without being didactic, and hi
habm tf.ufe woreevidepty tmuie. nis

dissipation consisting chiefly in tho mod-

erate smoking of cigars. I never
paid a visit to Col. Davis without real-

izing that I had acquired some informa-
tion on military subjects, or what was
cognnto to them, mid other Interesting
facts. In tho early spring, nfter the
election of l'resfdeut rierco and Willlnin
It King, of Aluliania, I met tho latter
gentleman at the rooms of Col. Dnvis.
On entering, he introduced me as "Cup- -

taln Amnion, of tho navy. I thought
tinnier to suy that iierhniie my ago uud
length of service should havo given mo
that rank, but I wished the vice presi-
dent to know thnt they had not done so;
and thut I was really only an old passed
midshipman. Col. Davis iociilurly ro- -

marked that ho always felt disposed to
give a rank above the actual ono as a
matter of compliment.

Tho first of Mr. Davis' visits to the
army took place on the 21st of July,
1HU1, at the llrst battle of Manassas.
When ho arrived near tho Manassas rail
road junction everything was in confu
sion; tiiero wero stories of disaster to the
southern arms and tho conductor re
fuged to nroceed further. Mr. Davis in
sisted, however, that he should detach
his engine, and on this, accommnied by
a single aid, he rode as near to the head-

quarters of (lens. Johnston and Beaure-
gard as It was possible to go, and then
hurried forward on foot, rinallythev
were furnished with horses and reached
the lilies in timo to witness the Unal
movements of the day. That night Mr,
Davis met his generals hi conference
and dictated nn order for a movement
on tho rear of tho enemy at early duwn.

At that time, howover, a rainfall, ex
traordinary for its violence and duration,
occurred, so that over places dry during
the battle rolled torrent which, in the
afternoon of the 23d, it was dillicult to
cross. The movement was therefore
abandoned. Tho next day Mr. Davis
rode over every portion of tho held and
visited tho wounded in tho vnrious camp
hospitals. In one or theso ho round the
dead body of a young relative, nnd every-
where encountered the public men of the
south who liad participated in the en
gagement Another conference took
place on the night of the S'.'d, with the
view of determining fo propriety of an
advnnee to the south Mile of the Potomac,
but from causes that Qeed not bo consid
ered here the contemplated project was
abandoned and Mr. 4 la vis returned to
Uichmond.

A third visit was niado In Octolier.
1803, to the Army of the West, then In

front of Chattanooga nnd aligned along
the memorable Missionary Kidge. A spirit
of discontent had arisen, and thero were
loud complaints that instead Of being
comjielled to remain Idle on tho liorders
of Tennessee, the army had not been led
into the heart of the state beforo the
Federals recovered from the shuttering
blows of Chickainnugo. Hence tho
visit of Mr. Dnvis was peculiarly oppor-
tune and did much to inspire tho hope
that u chnngo for the better would be
quickly mnde.

On tho 2d of April, 1805, while Mr.
Davis wa attending the usual Sunday
services in St. Paul's church, Uichmond,
a couife quietly passed up the aisle to
his pew and handed him a dispatch, It
was tlio announcement from Gen. Lee
of his withdrawal from Petersburg and
the necessity for tho evacuation of tho
Confederate capital. The content were
suspected by both tho rector and the
congregation, onil amid a sccno of sub
dued excitement Mr. Davis retired from
the church. Going at once to his office,
he assembled tlio heads of hi depart-
ments and bureaus, and gave the needful
instruction for tho removal of the re-

cords, and Into that afternoon they were
tent south. The next morning Mr. Davis
reached Danville, Va., whero, under his
personal direction, hasty line of

were thrown up and ener-
getic effort wero made to collect supplies
for Gon. Ie s army, It was from this
point that Mr. Davis issued his last
proclamation.

A few day later, accompanied by
some of the members of his cabinet, he
resumed his journey, pausing at Char-
lotte, N. C, and other points,
to confer by telegraph and courier
with Gen. Joe Jolmston, who was then
in course of negotiation for tho sur-

render of hi army. His escort consist-
ed of a small body of cavalry. When he
arrived at Abbeville, S. C there were
with him Oen. Breckinridge, Judah P.
Benjamin, Mr. Mollory, secretary of th
navy, Mr. Koagan and Gen. Lawton.
With tills remnant of the defunct Con-

federacy, the last council of tho war was
held. It took place in the library of Mr.
Armistcod Burt, who had been a mem-
ber of congress previous to tho wnr. As
they assembled around tho center tnb'o,
anxiety wa written upon every face.
Mr. Davis wo the calmest of the six.
There was no ntt-m- at concealment.
