the auspices of tbe A; rial Exhibition
Association, a steol alr-shl-p la about to
be constructed upon the vacuum prin-
ciple. The ship la to be constructed
entirely of thin plates of the greatest
poasiblo tensile strength, and thor-
oughly braced Inside by a "new devel-
opment In science mechanics" to resist
the pressure of the atmosphero when a
partial vacuum Is obtalnod.
