A LIFE FOR 50 CENTS,

“Bud” Woosley Recelves a
Death Shot

From tha Pistel of & Man Who Was
{Onee His Friend.

Last Monday night, » little after 8
o'clock, Dr. F. M. Stilos was called to
the menlstunce of J. K, Woosley, better
I known as “Bad,"’, who had been shot

by Eiijsh Rickets and had fallen on
the bridge which spans the river on
West  Seventh streel. When Dr.
Btltes arrived he found the unfortu-
oate man surrounded by a large
orowd, and with the assietance of &
fow of thom he proceedad Lo wash off
the blood wnd dust from Woosley's
face. Ho readily perceived that the
wound was fatsl and that the man
bad but & fow hours (o live. The
ball had passed through the skull
over the right eye snd manging up-
ward lodged in the back of the head.
Both bralns and blood were ocoxing
out from the wound. The pllecus
moans of the wife of the then almost
|ifeloss wian, who bhad been quickly
wummoned to his side, touched the
hearts of Lhe bystanders as they had
vever boen tonched before. A shut-
ter was procured and poor Woosley
was carried to his home 1n the wes-
tern part of the city, where he
breathod hie lust the next day (Tues-
day) at 10 o'clock.

Woonley has been living In the eity
& number of years, and being handy
with all kinds of tools, made his liv-
lng by dolng carpenter's work, re-
palring machinery and ocesslonally
running statlonary englnes. He was
originally from the Balnbridge nelgh-
borhood and has alarge number of
relatives In the county. When sober
noone had much difioulty In getting
slung with him, but whea under the
Influence of whiaky he waa consider-
od overbearing and abusive aud al-
ways ready o pick & quarrel, even
with bhis associates “or best frienda.
He was what is ealled “plucky”
and was nover known to show Lhe
“while festher” when he got lnto a
fight. Pesceable men always avoided
him when possible. He loaves no
children. Ho was about 38 years of
Age.

Elijah Ricketts llves with his fathi-
er, John T. Ricketts, a wellito-do
clitizen of this plece, who resides on
Weat Seventh street. Elijah Is about
21 yoars old.

Woosley and Rickelts have always
boou friends and thuogh Ricketis Is
not a8 much sddicted to driok as his
friend wan, they often lipped thelr
glasses together and up to last Mon-
day gol along together quite well.
Buton Monday they quarreled over
a dobt of {0 cents that Wooslay was
owing & man by the name of Ward,
It sooms that Ricketts had told Ward
that Woosley would npot pay him.
This sroused Woosley’s lre, and ho
at onos tackeled Ricketta about what
ho hnd sald telling him that he know
ho (Woosley) always paid his debts
asd used very sbusive langusge
Frionds of both partics talked to
thom and getting them to shake
hands =nd drop the matter. But
Woosloy was not satlsfled and time
and againjbrought the matter up, but
friends as often interested themselvos
and prevented a difficulty upto8
o'clock at night. Ricketts was at
Inst Induced to leave the saloon on
Seventh and Webber streets and got
outslde. Wooaley then wstarted out
with & hoavy shovel in hix hand and
Ricketts siarted home ona rumto
avold Woosley, who pursued him.
When Rinketts got about midway of
the bridge and seeing that his pur.
purauer was gaining on him, he cried
to him ndt to “orowd him", Woosley
however did not stop, aod Rleketts
fearing that he would be overtaken
and brained with the shovel drew hia
plstol, turned and fired, the ball, as
before stated, taking effect “ In the
forehoard of his pursuer, The above
partioulars were given ua by Mr, W.
B. Davis, & witness of the affalr.

Ricketts surrendered himself to the
suthoritios just afler the shooting
and was placed under a bond of
$56,000 for his sppearance beforo
Judge Winfree Wodnoadsy morning,
his father, John T, Ricketts, beoom-
fng hid bondsman, On Wednesdlay
the ease came up for hearing, and
was continued to pext Tuossday, at
the Instasce of the Commonwealth,
The bond being renswed Rickotts In
now at liberty.
