There has juet been compleled st
Fall Biver, Musn, tho tallest smoke
ahiaft fo Amorios, oo the grounds of
of tho Fall River Iron Works, The
ohimney is 340 fost high above tho
grauite bass, and 30 foat nﬁunm at
the bottom. Provious to its comple-
tion tho tallest amoke stack in the
sountry wes that recently finlshed
for the Clark Thread Compauy, st
Newark, N. J,  This is 335 foet high,
28 foot at the base and coat §25,000,
Tho tallest chimpey In the world is
at Palsley Scotland. It 18 over [00
fect Light, while one sl Glasgow
orowds this 468 foeet. Providence
has just completed a chimney on Lhe
Koight factory 185 feot hight, and
Dostou has coly one that overtops
that, it belog 200 feet. Fall River's
naw ehimoey will fornish draft for
four new fuctories, Tils owners clalm
that 1t [s “the tallest ehimney In the
world designed solely for making =
dralt for boflers,” It veguires the
most skilled labor to constroct such
a ohimuooy, and thoe slightest deviation
of fixed rules as to the redoction of
Ita di ter, which J at the
rate of about 1 Inch In 60 Inchos rise,
or the failurs to conslruct the cores
which extend from the base (o the
top, would rasnlt in the collapse of
the whole strocture. The bullding
was walchod with much interost
uotil the last brick wes laid. As ihe
chimuey’s aliitude lncransed the sige
of the workmen decreasad 1o the eye
to that of veritable Lilliputians. The
wtenl-nerved ehlmuoey builders walked
aboul thale narrow seaflolding st
the top of the chlmnoy with but one
lank tetween thom wmud eternity,
with as much easo and carelessncss
and chatted and lsughed with as
much nonchalanco as thoughtjthey
wore In the middle of & forty-acre
pasture lot.
