The Farmsr and Protection,

IJohn G. Carlisle In tl. January Forum.)

The American farmer, although he
cultivates the most fertilo so l in the
world, and ought to be the most pros-
perous member of the community, is
constantly engaged in a hard struggle
to secure a comfortable support lor
his family and a moderate education
for his children, and to pay his taxos
and keep out of dobt. This is all he
can reasonably hope to accomplish;
in a large majority of casos he fails
even to do this, and sooner or Inter is
compelled to sell or mortgnge his land
and reduce his expenditures to the
lowest possible figureUe has a pator-- -

nai government wmcn Has uewnuiiitxt
that certain classes of industry ought
to be maintained at the public expense,
and for thirty years he has boon tax-

ed for their support; and now after
these favored industries have become
rich and pownrftil, they combine and
confederate under the uamiw of trusts,
syndicates and pools, and dietute tlio
terms upon wuicn me people may
profiiro tne nocossaries of life and
cs.jtou their business. Under our
Rvt"in jf taxation, the farmer is al
most without the semblanca of powor
to protect his own interests. The
manufacturers can foresee wun al
most absolute certainty what the

aunntity of their product will be upon
of any given num-

ber of hands, and, therefore, they can
combine whenever they choose, to
limit production and increase prices;
but tho fanner's crop depends almost
entirely upon the character of the sea
son ne may nave, and ne cannot uo- -

cide in advance how much ho must
plant in order to furnish a supply
that will not be in excosa of the do--

mnnu.
Notwithstanding these and many

other disadvantages under which the
farmer labors, and which no act of
Congress can remove, henator Culloin
thinks protection has lieen more bene-
ficial to him than to any one elso, and
he refers to "the great improvement
in tho material welfare of the farming
and country people during the last
tnirxv or iony years, to juscuy nu,
opinion. "All this comfort and gene
ral improvement" he attributes to
protection. It would be far more

to conclude that if they had
been exempt from this noavy taxation
and permitted to expend their monoy
for the improvement of their own
property and the education of thoir
children, there would be fowl r mort-
gages upon their land, and a greater
degree of comfort and prosperity
among the farmers and country peo-

ple.

The Farmer and the Home-Marke-

Tho importance of the protected
manufacturing and mechanical popu-
lation as purchasers and consumers
of agricultural products, has always
been greatly exaggerated by the in-

terested parties who invented this de-

vil for catching the farmer vote. It
is entirely Safe to say, from calcula
tions made on the basis of the last
census, that the farmers do not ac-

tually receive more than $HO,UU0,(X)0

of the money spont by tho laborers in
protected industries annually lor do-

mestic agricultural products. This is
only a fraction over 2 per cent, of tho
value ol our agricultural products on
the farms in lt&O, and considerably
loss than 12 per cent of the value of
such products exported and sold
abroad during that year.

It is certain that a century of pro-
tection, in a greater or less degree, to
tne owners ol mines and nianulactur-iu- g

establishments, has not secured a
home-mark- for the farmer, and the
question he has now to decide ib
whether he will continue to tax him-
self for an indefinite period in the fu-

ture, in order that the impossibility
of success may bo thoroughly demon
strated, r mding mmsolt ut tne end
of a hundred voars compelled to ex
port a larger percentage ot hiB pro-
ducts than at the beginning, it would
seem that no argument ought to be
ner- - wiy to convince him that he has
been 1h ) voluntary victim of a policy
whicn guarantees a home market and
high prices for the producers of the
articles be has to buy, and leaves him
to got such prices as he can in the
open markets of the world for tne ar-

ticles he has to sell.

Porhana I can nut liettor convoy sn
ndcouata lite of this "train do luxe'
than by relating my own experience for
a day on the Orient Rxprcsa, for it ia the
"crack train" of tho continent, and on It
travel tho nohllity of KnTlatid, tho mag
nates of France and tho nations of India.

The most luxurious train io America
tre those called 'Llralf'd Express,"
running botwoon Now York and

Thoy are "vcatibuls trains," pro-

vided with rending and smokinR room,
a barber's shop and bath, bar, desks for
writing, library and elegant sleopers
(or all tho passongnra. Ho ordinary
coaches are ottachod to th03S trains,
and In place of (S for a berth on an or-

dinary train 87.SO ia charged on the "lim-
ited.''

I have traveled on both of those,
trains, and I oould not woll help com.
paring them with the Orient Express,
the crowning triumph of tho "Wagon
Lit Company." Tho train consisted of
Bloopers, baggage oar and a car contain-
ing the smoking and dining room.

Wltb my friend and neighbor, Dr. L.,
t arrived from the Rhine at Straaburg.
We had bought Cook's tickets in Liver-
pool from that city by London (where

bad to go to obtain Cook's oiroular
notes, paid for in Boston, and promised
us in Liverpool), Harwich, Rotterdam,
Cologne, the Bhlne. and round to Paris,
We went second class, excopt on steam-
ers, snd In France, where thors was no

second olass, on the expross train. Tho
train we wanted was to leave at :35 in
the forenoon. Cook's tickets assured us

that they wors good on any expross
train. When we presented them at the
ttckos office where they were to bo
dated, we found they were not good ex

I went to
another convenience, always nice and
clean on the "Limited," but it was out
of order, and the door was looked.
Later It was opened, but it was a vile

Early In the day a waiter came to ask
who wanted iff jruiur. Wo wanted it,
of course; but though there was but ono
"wagon-li- t on tho train, two tables wore
necessary for tho passongors, and we had
to wait till the nabobs of India had
finlshod tlielf repast When wo had it,
it W03 very fair, measured by Jho Euro?
pean standard. Tho prim) ol this iijoa)
wa SO cents, but most of the passengers
paid from 40 cents to ?1 more for the
wine. Dinner is sorvod it 91. SO, wiue
in addition.

This paragon of European trains made

about thirty-fiv- e miles an hour, which

does not equal the speed of our "Lim-

ited." In no respect could It be com-

pared with our ordinary express trains
with siocpor and parlor cars, Not only
in trains Ac but in all trains, our
system Is vastly suporior to railroading
in Europo.

CELESTIAL PHOTOGRAPHY.

lutoreeUna; Kaeta Kxplalaed by the Astros
omer ICoyal for Ireland.

I dare say that a number of my read-
ers will be surprised to learn that the
heavens contain multitudes of invisible
stars. Tbore are, of course, a tew
thousand stars that oan bo soon by the
unaided eye, them are many millions of
stars that can be seen with the aid of a
great telescope, but over and above all
thoso are a myriad of stars that not
oven the keenest of eyos applied to the
blggost and most powerful of telescopes
win show a trace ol. Does not this
seem rather a puulo. If we can not
see tho stars undor any circumstance a,
how do we know that they are tberot
Most assuredly wo oan not foel thoir
warmth and as the stars are alwaya si-

lent they can make no Impression on
our sense ot bearing, while our two re-

maining senses of taste and ot amoll
are obviously not ot the slightest

in the study of the heavena.
Vot, notwithstanding that we fail to
perceive those stars directly, wo bare
the most undoubted evidence of thoir
existence. '

A star mar bo so faint that tho beam
ot light it emits is too feeble to render
It visible evon with all the aid that
great telescopes can give. The Instru
ment oollecta together ths rays and con-

centrates them so that they srs all
brought to a point en the sontltive
retina at tho back of tho eye. If the
rsys happen to be sufficiently powerful
to act on-- the very delicate norves of the
eye a mossage is sent (ram ths eye to
tho brain and the star is seen. If, how-ove- r,

the rays aro too weak to excite the
retina, then the star is of coarse not per-

ceived. Under these circumstances, the
only hope o( discovering the star is to
substitute (or the retina something
which shall be morn sensitive to light.
It has been found that the rays from
one of thess very taint sura when con-

centrated on a point of a good photo
graphic plate will succeed in making
an impression, provided that suf
ficient exposure haa been given.
The Image on this plate can be
developed and then the star Is revealed.
It can therefore be readily Imagined
that the use of photography la now ev
acntlal to astronomical progress. It af-

fords us the meani ot depicting ths
magnitudes and the places of stars
which must otherwise bare bees quite
unknown w us.

Home one may feci desirous to ssk the
same question as was put to me by sn
intelligent lad when I was describing
to him the way we proseeded; "How
can you take photographs ot the stars,"
he said, "for you ean only aee them at
night when it Is quite dark, sad yet
every body knows that photographs can
only be obtained when there Is plenty
of light." To explain this dltlculty
you must understand what gbea on

tho camera when tho operation is
in progress The glass lenses produce
on the plate an linage or picture ot the
object to bo represented. In bright day?
light It is tho reflected sunlight which,
illuminates til') object an) enables it
to form the picture. If the objeoi
has light of its own, as a star has, then
this light will form the necessary Im-

ago on the plate snd a photograph may
bo obtained. It is. however, essential
that all light from every source except
that cominr directly from the object it-

self shall be carefully excluded, for this
would sot on the plate and obliterate
tho Imago, Indeed, Whn taking phe
tojraphs of tho slaw we have W t)ike
special precaution., to exclude stray
light I bavs heard of a plate having
been spoiled by the foot that while it
was bolng removed from the telescope
after the stars bad recorded their im-

pression a carriage drove up the avenue
and a Sash from the carriage lamp
chanced to fall on ths plate and ponii
plctcly destroyed the faint images of
tho stars, Of course when once the
plute has bcoQ developed (t is then as
permanent as I photograph taken in the
ordinary way,.-- bi Bobert 8, Jlell, in
N. Y. World.

proper time this socket Is dropped Into
tno prepared flask, and by manipulation
with the glassblower's lamp and a alight
oi nana wntch is simply marvelous the
glass sockot with Its carbon fl lament
and connecting wires. Is sealed by fusion
of ths glass itself Into the neck of the
flask. The girl holds In bor left band
ths glass flask or the glass tubs which
has boon attached to it and in her right
hand the shears with which she at
times holds and shapes tho glass socket
and neck of the flask.

The next thing to be done with ths
lamps is to exhaust them.

It Is
believed that many of thoso unpleasant
dreams which aro sometlmos found to
precede illness may be occasioned by
feelings or sensations of which, in the
ordinary waking state, wo are uncon-
scious. It is in this way that indiges-
tion Is so fruitful a cause i,f unpleasant
droanu.
