An Incldont of thoe Flood in the
Alabamn Rivor

Nogroes froquently exhiblt a w v
derful dogrea of herolsm In timos of
dunger. An Instanco of this 1 wit-
nensed In the spring of 1886, whon n
freskot in the Alabama river caused
the country on ench sldo to be over-
flowed by water for many miles,

The negroea on the river planta.
tlons wers the greatest sufforers
Thelr cablns would be under walor
almost belore they koow that danger
threatensd them, and hundreds of
them were sometimes found huddled
together upon some knoll sufMclantly
elovated to bo above the water, Thore
they often remalned two or Lhree days
und nlghts without food and exposed
to a sonking rain.

Many rollel expeditions were senti
out from the nelghboring towns to res-
cus them. Thess consisted of one or
more boats, manned by expert onrs-
men and swimmers, and filled with
oooked provisions, blankots, ete. One
