There are now nine avowed candi-

dates for Senator, viz.: Carlisle, Knott,
Lindsay, Buckner, McCroary, Win

chester, Reeves,Moore and unless his

courage has fuiled at the sticking

point McKenzie. Of these Carlisle,

Knott and McKenzie are about the
only ones who are capable of taking
Bock's place as a speaker. The rest
have other than oratorical claims to

recommend them and some of them

would rattle in Beck's seat like a bean

in a bladder.
Carlisle, of all men in the State, on

tlio scoro of party service and Intel
lectual strength, is entitled to the
honor. The Senate is now in need of

some h statesmen and we

doubt if there be a Democrat in Ken

tucky who would not be satisfied to

see Carlisle chosen Senator. Of course

other candidates have their friends,

but every body admires Carlisle and
we all know that drunk or sober he is

the ablest man in America.
Next to him Gov. Knott or Mr,

McKenzie coino nearer filling the bill.

On the idea that Carlisle cannot be

spared from the House and on the
further idea that the western end of

the State should have the Senator,

we favor the election of McKenzie

first and Knott second, or either of

them who could harmonize this sec-

tion of the State.
The other formidable candidates in

the race are McCreary, Buckner and
Lindsay in the order named. The

latest figures we have seen give Car-

lisle from 27 to 33 votes on the first

ballot, with the othors pretty well

bunched with from 10 to 15

votes each. It will be Carlisle against
the field and the weaker candidates
will combine to prevent the adoption
of a rule to drop the hindmost man.

on the first ballot. If Western
Kentucky's 47 votes could be
cast as a unite, her strength would
bo hard to overcome in the caucus.
