Its smoko-stso- k

has sn abnormally-swelle- d appearance,
and tbe wholo locomotive bulges on all
sides In a most prepoatorous msnnor.

glvos the old onglno a yory inumpy ap-

pearance Comparod with tbe huge,
poworful locomotives now in uso, it is
sn absurd-lookin- g old ooncern.

Many of those Iron bulks have an In-

teresting history; aomo of them have
boon great travelers in their time, and
have travorsod almost evory part of
the United Huttes. As for the numbor ot
miles that have boon run by those fifty
retired locomotives, it would, U com-

puted, amount to something colossal in
figures. Each locomotive In use now
travels- - from :!.0(K) to 40,000 miles a
yoar, and In the tni locomotives In
sorvloo on tho ML Paul road traveled an
aggregato distance of 10,780,003 miles.
