THE LINE OF GOOD ENGLISH.

A Bcltool Teacher &njs It l Alone tV
fortieth rarallcl of Lmtltmle.

Tho Cincinnati school teachers were
Informed tho other day by ono of their
own number that tho line of maximum
purity of speech lies nlonj-- the fortieth
parallel of latitude. This Is an Impor
tant discovery in the geographical ah
lotment of language, nnd tho educator
who made It Is entitled to a pinnacle
bosklo that of Columbus, although tho
tendency of each district to havo its
own verbal peculiarities is well known.
A collego Instructor once told his class
that nobody but a New Knglander was
suro to be able to distinguish properly.
between "shall" und "will," nnd thq
Scotch nro so famous for their wenknevi
In this direction that the story Is told of
a Scotch newspaper man that when np
plying for work in London he was
nsked: "Have you learned the differ,
enco between 'shall nnd 'will'?" "No,"
ho replied sadly, "and never will."

Tho lino of the fortieth parallel of
latitude passes through Philadelphia
nnd Columbus, and nenr Wheeling and
Indianapolis. In order to bring tho
average purity language up to tho
Cincinnati pedagogue's stsndnrd nn
excellent article of Kngllsh must ba
spoken elsewhere nlong tho line to
mako up for the peculiarities of tho
Pennsylvania Dutchmen, who nro
reported to uso such expressions ns
"Dlo cou litis over tho fenco gejiunpt,"
which tho most enthusiastic ndvqcato ot
fortieth parallel speech would harshly
defend. In Philadelphia ltsolf certain
queer uses of tho mothcrtongue. at onco
suggest themselves. Tho statement
that n lady Is out In tho hall wiping her
gums on tho mat bocomps less startling
when we know that "gums" li 1'hlla-delphla- n

for rubber overshoes. In this
region, as In tho south, suspenders uro
known as "galluses," nnd the Iluv. Bnm
Jones' characterization of his pugilistic
opponent as a "ono gullus mayor" was
porfectly Intelligible. Just across tho
river In New Jersey n tin pall Is known
is n "bllckey," whllo in Philadelphia
itself tho favorito pronunciation of
"my" Is "me."

If we must look to Columbus, Wheel
lng nnd Indianapolis for lessons In V.w
gllsh, somo remarkablo phnisos will bo
forccu upon us. We will no longor
throw stones, but "hcavo dornlcks;" wo
must learn the mennlngof '"uzoj" wa
will say ''right" when wo mean "very;"
"bucket" for "pall," und oven for
"coaMioij" commit tho unnautlcal act
of going "boat-riding- " Instead of "boat-
ing," and stop "gueskliig" In order to
"rcckoni" "watch out" will take tho
placo of "look out" Worse yet, wo
must reconcile ourselves to that present
nightmare of a phrase: "It looks like it
wai;olng to rnln."

On tho whole, thero Is reason to
question tho accuracy of tho Cincinnati
tcachor's dictum. No doubt tlicrq nro
plenty of aoleclsms peculiar to regions
north of the fortieth parallel, but until
wo havo better ioorlty than Ilnv
dolph's for the cleanca af diction
along that lino, the theory which tlio
