Gone ere the days of the ‘‘Jdandy”
palling frigute, of the great three
deckers with line over Hne of frowning
ports, ther on tier of hiselk-mouthed
eannon, the tull tapering masts and
heavenward-sonring pile on pile of
snow-white canvas; gone ure the days
of oullnss and bonrding-pile, of the
close fighting, band to hand, yard-arm
to yard-arm, gun muzzle to guo muzzle,
of the rush of boarders from sinking
hull 1o enciny's deck; gone are the days
of glorlons Old Tronsides, of the Bon-
homme Richard, the Victory and the
saney Arcthues  One modern eruiser
conld destroy a whole fleet of the old
“wooden walls™

And what strange monsters are these
that have repluced them! What grim
shapes these fron floating fortress of
modern times, these things that glide
almost noiselessly orer the waves, jour-
ing out voluwes of bilack smoke hom
thelr grent ehimoeys, charning s wake
of streaky milky-white with the hoge
bladea of their powerful propellers, and
eleaving the dark waters with their
sharp massive roms, moving with the
speed alizost of u rallway teain lrre-
sistibly onward ngainst wind aod tide,
monsters of the sen such sa the wildest
fancy of mythology never imagined!

With the change in ships has come a
change in the lfe of the erews that man
them, that sall them, that fight them,
Jaclk has much more to learn now than
had his sturdy apcesiors. The delicnte
and complicated machinery of the
modern war ship, the lmproved ord-
nance, the dendly torpedoes, the fright-
ful power of pew cxplosives, and the
use and manipulation of all these
means of defonse and offense, eall for
ap amount of preparation and training
on the part of ofeers and men the
laek of which in thine of war &V ‘Le
patriotisn, conrage and wealth in the
conntry eounld not make up for. It is
for the study of the new conditions of
naval warfare, and the familiarielng,
partioulary of ofcors, with the novels
ties und improvements on. the modern
ships, that the sgumlron of evolution
was formed, aod under the wise, palps.
taking., and able mapngement of fta
eommnnder, Admiral Wallker, excellent
serviee I8 being rendered to the navy
and to Lhe ecuntry. The tremendous
range and power of both great guns
and the so-called “rapid-ire” ordoance
wonld sweep the deck of any vessel of
every Helog thing, aod even the thick
steel sides of a battle ship are none too
strong to resist the hall of projectiles
that would be harled agalost them ln &
bhattle.

The responsibility of the ship’s cap-
taln is greater now thun ever. On his
jadgment and experience depend the
safoty of his craft nud the lives of the
crew, and one mistiakeon move on his
part may canse the destruction of the
vessel and give the vietory to the ene-
my. His post is one of great danger;
althougrh proteetsd Ly the heavy walls
of the eonning-tower, from whence he
directs the eourse of the combat, It s
exposed, from its very position forward
on the deck. to the enemy's fire, and
oalm and detormined indepd most be
the cournge of the min who in such »
hell of fire omd devastation  onn
coolly wateh the fire and
cate his commands to his  subordi
nates at the guns or in the bowels
of the ship. A wweeh of the but-
ton of one of the row of electrie bells
glivea the arder to tire gun or 1orpedo,
or peform same maneaver or evoletion,
rendy bands nt the sununciators tele
graph his” orders to the engine-room,
while with word or gestare he direets
the course of the ship, wod the steam
steoring-wheal revolves Lo port or siar-
board in the hands of the well-traiosd
quartermoster, To the wild storm of
battle, here In the conning-tower the
mind that governs all has s place;
and for weal or wos, for life or death,
