H U the claim of protectionists -- as

ridiculous ns It Is gcnernl-t- hat proteo- -

tlon tanns tend w uosiroy iuonoioiiva
nnd trusts, to Increase production, to
lower prices nnd to raise wages. TarliT
roformcni take a different view on all
these points and base their opinions
less upon the theory nnd more upon
facts, that Is, thev huvo recently cnlled
tho attention of tho country to n list of
lOOturlll trusts, to a list of f.00 wnge
reductions lu protected Industries since
Oetolicr. 1800; to hundreds of articles
on which both the duty nud the prlco
have been Increased; to hundreds of
mills and fnctofles closed by theso tariff
trusts to restrict prodnetlon, and to
numerous other similar fact. Readers
nf trade papers come across a multitude
of fncls on tho torllT reform side of this
question. Here are a fow taken from
the weekly Iron Age of aVugust 4, P9A

it should bo remembered thnt the great-
est of all protected Industries is that of
Iron aud steel manufactures:

1. It publishes a list of eight big Iron
aud stool combines and of several smal-

ler ones of recent date. These embrace
tho manufacture of steel rails, struct-
ural steal, crucible and opendienrth
steel, steel billets, wire rods, wire, wire
nails, boiler and tank plates, armor

Of course the duty on bituminous

coal, which competes with unthraclte,
makes It easier for tho coal combine to
reach "a certain definite mnximum."

3. It says, "Tho latest combine In tho
mercantile world Is a fur pool with
110,000,000 capital, In which nearly all
the Arms In tho trado have become In-

terested." This Is tho lleorge W. Tread-we- ll

trust which has a monopoly of tho
seal fur Industry of Alaska and also of
tho dyeing of furs, and which van adjust
prices In this country up to the limits
of a duty.

4. It announces firmer und upward
prices for wire and cut nails and a re-

duction of 8 to 10 per cent lu the scale
of wages for wire drawing for lbOJ and
1S9S. Also that a largo number of wlro
and cut nail mills uro shut down.

A. It says: "The Continental tube
works, at l'rnukstown aud Pittsburgh,
havo closed down for uu indefinite
period," because "tho tlrm did not feel
justified In buying skolp Iron In the open
market at the recent advance In prices."

0. "On account of the depression In
tho Iron market tin' Isaltella furnace
Co., operating the Isabella furnace at
Etna, Pa-- , hare Kinked down ono stack
and will probably bank another during
the present week."
