It Is now author-
itatively declared by those who havo
served on tho committees which re-

quested Mr. I'owdcrly to accept ono
more election that ho has consented.
The complications growing out of

John W. Hayes' onl-ci- al

standing have also, It appcurs, been
satisfactorily adjusted pending tho
convening of tho general assembly.
Mr Hayes had been notified by Mr.
l'ouderiy and others of the Knights of
Labor board of ofllccrs that his office,

was deemed vacant. Mr. Hayes took
the position that only the general as-

sembly had nuthurlty to removo him
since It elected him to tho ofllcc.
Therefore ho refused to be dispossessed.
Action will be taken by the delegates
when they got together.

It has not yet transpired that at a
conference in which representatives of
tho country's great labor orders re-

cently participated this schemo of a
gigantic combination was almost con-

summated. Mr. Oompers claims, ac-

cording 'to Delegate Jtunes I. Archi-
bald, tho veteran laffor organizer of
tho United States and delegate from
New York to the Knights of Labor
general assembly next mouth, were so
exorbitant In the matter of authority,
that tho knights would practically
hau had to become absorbed Into the
federation. So,

M. Campbell, of Memphis, to mention
those only who are of the rank and
lllo ns well as influential, have been
long for consolidation. The apathy of
Mr. Oompers has naturally crystal-11o- d

opposition, especially as T. V.
I'owdcrly Is In favor of union on gen-
eral principles. I'or this reason he has
advocated affiliation recently with tho
farmers' Alliance and similar organi-
zations as well as chooses Identification
with political movements.

"We can decry politics," tald Mr.
Powderly, "but wo must be politicians.
In a word wo must bo lawmakers. The
battle of tho future must bo fought on
ill IT i' rent lines from thoio which
marked the past. Worklngmcn must
form a moro iwrfeet union than they
now have."

Tlio other aim are more or less sub-
sidiary.

It Is proposed to have n committee
nppolnted for the purpose of conferring
with n similar body from other labor
orders, and If thu question of autono-
my tomes up It will be urged that the
knights aro to maintain their present
independence and orgunlzatlon,

The only thing In tho way of all
this Is tho personal disagreement
among rival labor leaders. Now why
should thu rank and lllo suffer for Its
leaders?

A somewhat different sceno will be
witnessed when the thirteenth aunual
convention of the American Federation
of Labor opens In Chicago on Decern,
bcr l'J, In tho first place thero It an
election of officers to be hold and that
Bainuel Oompers will uccecd himself
Is confidently asserted by overy east
ern tlolegatey 8omo,ilno hundred,, Ul

te rnatoswlir alle nil.
Tho subjects for consideration will

inclttdo boycotts, tho unlawfulness
of which lu somo states has long been
n grlovaneo with tho brewers and
bakers. Then there will bo a bono to
pick with tho militia, while Immigra-
tion evils aro to receive the usual trib-
ute of denunciation. A strategic movo
on the part of tho Colorado men Is
then designed In Denver's selection ns
the next gathering place, after which
will come tho report nt committee on
organization.

Financially, there will bo no welding
together.

That this will not Im very satisfac-
tory to the westerners no one doubts.
It should bo pointed out that labor
unions in 'such states as Kansas,
California, Oregon and tho Dakotas
are largely political Throughout the
east they are seldom more than bene-
ficial orders. And tho same unrest
which has led the politics of the west
to assert Its whimsical independence,
Beeras to be prompting labor leaders
and followers to undertake the gigan-
tic movement which Tcrenco V.
I'owdcrly indorses In theory and de-

clares to be manifest destiny in prac-
tice.

Such a consolidation would nsHured-l- y

havo an Imposing result It would
mean a membership of nine hundred
and fifty thousand aud a revenue of
two millions j early. Tho argument
that It is too gigantic for ready action
Is met by the proposition to maintain
the order In divisions one to be known
as Knights of Labor, another as the
Federation, and so on. It seems
odd that our country, so advanced In
matters of this sort, has yet to perfect
such a scheme. J. Keir Dardle, tho
"laborite parliament man," In declin-
ing the invitation to visit tho United
States last spring, mentioned this fact
in his d letter. There is such
an amalgamation In Switzerland, as
Mr. I'owdcrly has pointed out, and
there exists the Informal federation of
Ilrltlsh wage-earne- rs which accom-
plished so much at tho Inst election.

Such American labor leaders ns ore
not opposed to tho plan, Including

WlUlam Weihe,

the Amalgamat-
ed Association
of Iron and Steel
Workers. II. J.
Klchoff, of the
In ternatlonal
Furniture Work-
ers and I. J.

ion after joars of test.

Here is an instance of the btmofi
of spraying this mixture: A large
peach orchard was nnVcted-wi- lh a
fungus which was destroying tho foli
ago. Tito owner concluded to make
a test of tha fuugk-id- solution; he
sprayed one-hal- f tho troea with tho
Bordeaux mixture. When ho har-

vested his crop tho sprayed portion
of tbo orchard nottod him (200 an
aero, wbilo tho balance- - nottod but $20
an acre.

Tho formula for tho mixture is as
follows: Four pounds blue stone,
four pounds liuio, fifty gcllous water.
At ono time a larger quantity of bluo
stone was used, but it has beon found
that tho emallor amount answers tho
purposo fully as wnll.
