Tho Popular nepretentatlve From Tho
b'eviftlh Ward,

thd

At tho top of this nrticlo is presont
od a fairly good portrait of Council-
man Wiloy A. P'Pool, tho now mom
ber of tho City Council from tho
Seventh ward. Tho artist has not
caughj, his oxact expression, but tho
features and general appoarauco of
Mr. P'Pool nro faithfully portrayed
in th& likeness hoio givou.

Mr. P'Pool ia doscended from au
oid and highly respectable family.
His father Is Eiq J. M. P'Pool, of
Rainbridgo, ono of tho best-know- n cit-

izens of tho county, who still rondos
inthesarao neighborhood wheiT) ho
has lived for many yeurs. Eeq. 1"
Pool reared a largo family of sons
and daughters, who aro now scattored
over this and "dther States,,. Wiley.
tho subjoot pj tu"jV Sketch, afrbrtr n
on the fnrmliere Esq. M, B. King
now lives, near Nowstoad, on the 19th

1818. Ilfs father"was at that
time operating tho farm for its origi-

nal ovvner andgotling his "start" lu

life. Somo years attor tho birth 'of
tho future Councilman, Esq. P'Pool
removed to tho Bainbridgo vicinity
and embarked in the business of
farming for himself. Hero his boyn
grew to manhood on tLo faim and
early learned the art of taking care
of themselves. Wiley s taste did not
run in the direction of farminir and
after lie hod triod the business awhile
for himself ho changed his calling
aud encaged in merchandising at
Pool's Mills, near his homo, whore ho
remained from 1876 to 1881 He con
cluded iu 1881 to remove to Hopkins
viile, aud so ou Jau 1, 1882, ht bvgan
business iu this city and has ever
sinco that time been engaged ju (he
grocery business, either alone or with
a partner. For many years his stand
was on West Sovonth street, but last
year ho dissolved tho t ortnership un-

der which his business there had been

run and moved to Main street, near
the corner of Ninth, where he now
has a largo family grocery stote, aud
a rapidly increasing business.

Thero is a peculiarity about Mr.
P'Pool's name that needs a word of
explanation here. The name was
originally Potty-Po- ol and in somo
parts of tho country other branches
of tho original family still retain
tho su perilous prefix. The P'Poolo
who settled in this countr,, however,
adopted the style of abbreviating tho
name and using tho apostrophe and
some of them go further and use
the extra "P" simply as a middle
initial. Tho letter, however, is firmly
tixed in tho name in some form or
other, whether you find it in Ken-

tucky, Texn, or in still moro distant
States. Tho form used in this article
seoms to bo tho commonly accopted
style of spelling, though in the con
versation tho name is simplified into
plain "Pool."

Tho present bearer ot tho name in
this city is very popular with all who
know him. His modest, unassuir-iu- g

bearing and uniform courtos'y havo
mado him mouy friends and his
square-dealin- and straight-forwar- d

methods hare brought him the confi-

dence aud respect of the public in
business matters. Iu politics ho is a
staunch and consistent Democrat. He
has never hold an office before, but
in this case ho was taken from hit
stord and uominated, so great is his
popularity, without being n candi-

Tho corre
spondent of the Springfield, TerJn ,

Itocord, in on articlo entitled "False,
Packing," Ins, in our opinion correct
ly expoaod tho ovil practices of pres-

ont packors of tobacco in your dis
trict. Ho states that in order to pack
a hogshead of 1,600 pounds of fiuo
loaf, only COO to 800 pounds of fino
leaf aro actually taken, aud with this
is packed a balanco of tobacco of part-
ly tho same leugth and coor, but of
much iuferior quality aud much
cheaper cost. Besides, tho etids of
tho hogsheads are filled up with poor
aud inferior stuff, aud tho, hogsheads
are heavily linod with iuferior tobacco.

manuecript lottor written by Presi
dent Audrew Jackson, in 18.32, to
Hon. D. llurford, who, nt the time,
represented Smith county in the Leg
islature of Tennessee. Tho loiter was
called out by tho memorable Senato
rial contest between Moj. Eaton,-
Jackson's fomoiia friend; and. the
Hon. Felix Grundy. Kentucky ns
tho first theater of Felix Grundy s po-

litico, ambitiou. Ho was a 'member
of tho Keutucky Legisla'ure.'bGcam
au eminent member of tho Kentucky
bar, was appoiuted a Judge of the
Kentucky Court of Appeals, and re
moved thence to Tennessee, where he
enlarged his fame, becoming a Unit-

ed Slates Senator mid ono of thn most
impressive popular orator, tie was
a candidate for iho Uuited States
Senate in 1852, nnd some of his friends
had given it out that President Jack- -'

son.deafred tho electlop of him- - even
over hJB devoled friend, Major Eaton,
whowas also a candidate.
