Public l'unlahtnent In I'rrsU.
Among the Persians, the usual mode

of punishment Is the bastinado, from
which men of the highest rank ore not
exempt. It Is Inlllctcd with very great
severity, frequently so as to render tho
sullorer almost a cripple for life. Tho
victim is thrown upoh his face, each
foot Is passed through a loop of strong
cord attached to a pole, which is raised
horizontally by men, who, twisting It
around, tighten the ropes and render
tho feet immovable. Two execution-
ers then strike the soles alternately
with switches of the pomegranate tree,
well stcepeirin water to render them
supple. A store of these switches Is
generally ready for uso In the pond
which adjoins tho courtyards of the
houses of the great. The punishment
frequently lasts an hour, or until tho
unfortuunto victim faints from pain.
