The effort of Inventors are being
continually directed toward methods
of preventing accidents, and the most
recent of devloes for this purpose Is one
patented by a New York man, the ob-

ject being to display a signal and sound
an alarm In the cab whenever tho en-
gine passes a signal sat to danger.
