THE LOW PRICE OF WHEAT.

Tha Increaso of Production In Africa

And South America the Cause.

Tho prevailing low prices for wboit
makos tbo subjoinod artlclo from the
pon of an Eastern writer of general
tnlorest. His theory is that tho pro
duction of wheat has increased with

greater rap! lity than tbo demand for

it. Says ho: "A now field in Africa

has of late been heralded to tho
world. The oxtent of that field and
area in South Africa suited to thn
cultivation of wheat h a problem of
time. Ten yoars ago tho export of
wheat from tho Argentlno Republic
was only 4,000,000. This yoar she
had, according to Mr. G tod win, 72,- -

000,000 bushels ready for exportation.

plo do not oit wheat; that ono halt of
Europe havo pcaro-l- y ov-- r tauad of it.
India has oroiiad tho threshold
of tho '91 crop with a sur
plus of 70,000000 liufhaU largor than
she outerod '93 with. Thoro was tho 11

no exhaustiou, no dplntion of hnr
stocks; aha was in her norm J t condi-
tion. Her crop just harvested is

equal to her last one. If no,
she can export during tho coming
twelve mouths 163,000,000 bushels
nud go into her '95 crop with the
same surplus on hnnd she hod April
1, 1893. There seems to bo a craze
amoni; production countries to cheap
en .wheat. ia the
principal cause of the low price; the
demand is not equal to the supply.
Tho harvest of 1893 has already bo-gu- n.

0 red her crop and has 0,000,000 bush-
els in ozces? of bbr wants.

crov?ed amount for export from tho
Argentina .Republic is worthy of
moro than n passiug notice. It is a
notification to America that she has a
rival in tbo Southern hemisphere
which canuot be brushed aside a
real, live, unconquerable rival. A
bound in ten years from 4,000,000
bushels to 72,030,000 is alarming to
America. What will her oxport bo in
ton years hence? I son in tho Lon
don papers that tbo press of liuenos
iVyres is predicting with arognnt con
fidence that early iu tho twentieth
contury Argentine will occupy tho
place now hold by tho Uuitod States
as tho largest exporter of wheat. Her
immigration baa been largely from
the Latin race, and is engaged prin
cipally in agriculture; consequently
tbo cost of raising her wheat is nor
mal, muscle, being the capital invest
ed, lior wheat will bo sold irrespec
tive of price, It is raised for ox porta
tion and exported it will be."
