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Physicians Scout tho Claims Made by
Insanity specialist Dr. Talcott..'

An eastern insanity specialist, Dr.
Selden Talcott, has thrown tradition
to tho winds and hurled the weight
of his scientific research ori the side
of that much-despise- d class which
object to hearing the carol of the
lark and the solo of the rooster as a
signal for casting off dull sloth and
warm bed-clothe- s.

According to Dr. Talcott, a per-
emptory command to get up is a
species of cruelty scarcely equaled
by the tortures attributed to the In-

quisition. "It curdles the blood,
pulverizes the soul, swells the spleen
and brings on insanity," says the
doctor. To fit his theory tho plaint
of the May queen should be revised
so as to run: s.

"If you re waktn-- r let me slumber, let me
slumber, mother dear. "'

Or I'll be a driveling Idiot before tho glad
nowyoar."

In defense of his opinions the wlso
man from the east quotes statistics
galore and shows how tbo highest
percentage of insano patients come
from tho farming classes who walk
o'er the dew of their fallow lands be-
fore the high eastern hills have been
able to catch a glimpse of the sun's
russet mantle.

Before putting tho doctor's opin-
ions in a gum capsule preparatory to
swallowing them the Daily News
has sought the views of a few Chi-
cago physicians on the subject Dr.
Sanger Brown, when seen in his of-

fices in the Venetian building the
other day, said that he did not feel
that he could come out in favor of
late rising on the showing of Dr.
Talcott in fact, ho was of the opin-
ion that Dr. Talcott's words were
somewhat misleading.

"Early rising is prejudicial to good
health where late retiring is in-

dulged In and may, therefore, be
productive of insanity," said the doc-
tor. Insanity among farmers was,
ho thought, duo more to the fact
that in order to make a living they
found it necessary to work from 14
to 18 hours a day in summer.

Dr. J. G. Kiernan, of tho Columbus
Memorial building, smiled audibly
when shown Dr. Talcott's article.

""Well, Talcott always was a trifle
sensational," said Dr. Kiernan.
"Early rising has nothing to do with
Insanity, except in as much as the
loss of sleep weakens the system and
may make a person more liable to
mental derangement. It is a well-know- n

fact that people in a malaria
district who get up before tho dewy
morn has got well under way are
more liable to be stricken with fever
than the man who stays in bed un-

til a decent hour. Tho weak hours
of the'system are from one to five
in tho morning, and it may be in-

jurious to get up before five o'clock,
but I do not think it will particular-
ly tend toward insanity, any more
than toward any other disease."

Dr. P. G. Mason, of tho Mentor
block, thought that possibly Dr.
Talcott might have been suffering
from want of sleep at the time he
wrote his article.

"As to the shock of being called
grinding the soul, curdling the
blood and swelling the spleen," said
Dr. Mason, "the first may be cor-
rect, but up to tho present time tho
medical profession knows so little
about the spleen that this part of the
waking programme will have to be
taken with a grain of salt. About
20 years ago statistics were taken
which show that tho greater per-
centage' of insane patients come
from rural districts. It is a well-know- n

fact that statistics will prove
anything, and it would bo as logical
to attribute the insanity to tho wear-
ing of wide-ri- m straw hats or to
milking cows in fly time as to early
rising, since the farmers are pro-
verbially prpno to go to bed at sun-
down." Chicago News.
