nature lavislicil her beauties the hand
of man has attempted Impiovements
But amidst this iconoclasin there yet
remain a few of the historic adobe
casas and some of the prettiest little
groves that evi grew under the guid
ing hand of nature and of natures God
Thcdcscendnntsof the ancient hidalgos
Jiave over refused to sell the houses in
which their fathers lived and these few
adobes arc about all that new Santa
Barbara has to show to the inquisitive
tourist except town lots and of
course the mission church which is
not the original building Hut this the
tourists do not Know nnd are permit-
ted

quake of 1SI2 which sliook up or down
nearly alt of the mission buildings on
the coast partly destroyed this one

His three daughters were the
prettiest ladies in Cnlifornia and a Span-
ish

beauty is considered by many art
ists as the better of all types When one
of his daughters married Capt De la
iiterrn sent couriers throughout the

territory imiling eerybody It is be
lieted that nearly all of them did come
The festhities lasted two weeks There
were horse racing bull fighting etc in

around the gun dragged it to the beach
and buried it in the sand nt low tide
After much fuss and feathers the gen ¬

eral levied an assessment of S500 on the
town and ns the property owners knew
nothing of the lost cannon they paid the
money Finally the younjr men went
down to the bench one dark stormy
night at low tide dug up the cannon
filled It full of sand and returned It to
its position The story leaked out and
the chagrined general returned the

j S500 to the Mexican alcalde As guardl- -

an of the city he undertook to double
the sum at monte in order to enrry out
certain public improvements But un-

fortunately the nlcalde was unlucky
and his loss was also the citys

Another historic adobe is the Castro
casa It suffered in consequence of be ¬

ing occupied ns headquarters of the con- -
i queror of Santa Barbara It is noted
nlso as the only adobe in the city or
state that has a modernized window
The Spanish window is of grated Iron
bars lengthwise This modern win
dow was put in the original building
