Griggs on Trusts,

According tor Attorney General
Griggs, the country is in the ‘hands
of the trusts and the Federal laws
are powerless to afford relief.
These  cormorants have their
clutches on the people's throats
and the anti-trust law, that béars
Mr. Sherman’s name, impatient
to make them release the hold
These views of Mr. Griggs are
set forth in a letter which he wrote
lately to an inquiring friend who
wanted to know why the Attorney
General was not invoking the an-
ti-trust law to stay the onward
march of these unlawful combines
before they had completely monopo-
lized every avenue of opportunity
and source of production.

In his reply Mr. Griggs states
that the constitutionality of the
Sherman law has been decided af-
firmatively more than once, but
that the act only ‘clothes the Fed-
eral court with jurisdiction over a
monopoly or trade that comes un-
der the classification of internation-
al or interstate commerce. Ac-

which are chartered as corpora-
tions under the laws of any one of
the States are not subject to the
provisions of the anti-trust law,
He cites the decision in the litigil-
tion against the Sugar Trust,
which was handed down 1n 18M, in
support of this view., He does not
express an opinion that these com-
