A glance at any of the journals ad¬

vertising for tenders for public con-

tracts

will reveal to the studentsome
rather curious Undertakings For in ¬

stance quite recently the authorities
at the Marston Green cottage homes
for children near Birmingham adv-

ertised-for tenders for the cutting of
the childrens hair during 12 months
the hair pf each child to be operated
upon once per month during the said
period A lump net sum had to be
named for the work and tenders had
to be in by a specified date

A very similar tender was that re ¬

quired some time ago by another local
authority for the shaving of the aged
inmates of the workhouse the con-

tractors

the contracted work
