YOUNGEST OF SHIP CAPTAINS

And Master of the Biggest Sailing Ves-
asl Afloat.

It is given to one man only to be
the youngest ship captain afloat and
the skipper of the largest sailing ves-
sel in the waopld. These two excep-
tional honors are enjoyed by James
W. Murphy, aged 21, and master of
the big Shenandoah.

“My people being seafaring folks,”
said Capt. Murphy, “it naturally fell
to my lot to go to sea rather young.
My first passage around Cape Horn
was made at the age of 16 months, and
I have been on the sea most of the
time since then, with the exception
of eight years spent at school at Bath,
Me., my home. I have been on the
Yorktown, W. I. Babeock and Shen-
andoah. I have served in several ca-
pacities on this ship in the four years
I have been on her, on our long pas-
sages to and from England and the
continent, to New York and San
Francisco. Our narrow escape from
eapture by a Spanish cruiser while
on our way to Liverpool from Sau
Francisco, off Queenstown, a year ago,
furnished a little excitement for us.

“The most exciting experience 1
have ever had was our escape from a
meteor.
