TROOPS TO CHINA.

Gunboat Concord Ordered Tg
Take Marines.

Communication Cut Off And Great
Anxiety Felt on All
Sides.

alarming feature of the Chinese sit-
uation is the absence of news, The
United States Governmept has
taken a vigorous position and is
hastening relief to Minister Conger
and to Rear Admiral Kempff. In
addition to the warships and mi-
rines already under way, tne gun-
boat Concord with more marines
has sailed from Manila. The gun-
boat Yorktown has been ordered
from Chefoo to Taku, to return in-
stantly with news from Rear Ad-
miral Kempff. The entire Ninth in-
fantry has been summoned to Ma-
nila to be sent to China. Not one
of the Powers has heard from its
Minister at Pekin for five days, nor
from its Admiral at Tien Tsin for
three days, Communication north
of Shanghai is entirely destroyed.
The failure to hear any direct news
following the reported attacks upon
the legations at Pekin and the tight
position in which the international
relief column was reported adds to
the general unpeasiness in half a
dozen Cabinets,
