Smallpox Patients.

Located Near the Poor House

The county authorities are now
acting with promptness in dealing
with all smallpox cases that devel-
op.

The pest bouse near the poor
bouse, north of town, now has three
or four occupants, all colored. The
last of these to be put in was a ne-
gro woman, who broke out with
the disease at Mr, L. L. Leavell's
farm near Beverly.

The pest bhouse is guarded by
Tom Allen, a white man who has
recently recovered from the dis-
ease.

Dr. R. L. Woodard, City Health
Officer, says the last case in Hop-
kinsville has been discharged and
that the city is now free from the
disease. There has never been any
real danger in the city as the cases
bhere were of a very mild character.

As noted elsewhere in today's
paper, there has been a second
death in the country. The first
was a negro woman at Gracey.
This one is a negro man at Ken.
nedy, who caught the disease in a
malignant type while at work at
East St, Louis, where there bave
been 225 deaths in four monthsfrom
smallpox.
