WOMEN OF NATIONAL SOCIETY
PREPARING FOR ELECTION.

—————

Effort to Be Mads to Reelect as Press
ident Mrs. Charles W, Fairbanks
~Mrs, Donald McLean &
Candidate.

As the time approaches for the bis
ennial election of the officers of the Na=
tional Society of the Daughters of the
Ameriean Revolution, the electioneers
ing and wire-pulling which is carried on
by the 40,000 members of thia patriotic
order ig interesting study, and would
afford many a valuable hint to their
more professional brothers of the great
political parties of the country.
Every two years there s an election
for president general. The ordinary ones

are exciting enough, but the coming one
promises to be intensely interesting.
The gituation is peculiar. The present
incumbent of the office, Mrs. Charles W
Fairbanks, wife of the newly-elected
vice president of the United States, has
held the office for four years. The Wash-
ington contingent of the soclety, for
for the sake of the prestige which her
husband’s position would give her, and,
incidentally, them, are contemplating a
coup d’etat by which she may be retained
as president general. The only other
candidate in the field for tlLe high of-
fice is Mrs. Donald McLean, regent of
the New York city chapter, D. A. R.
The National Society of the Daughters
of the American Revolution, according
to a Washington daughter, who is con-
gidered an authority on all historical
data of the soclety, was organized in
Washington, D. C., August 9, 1890. The
founders were Miss Eugenia Washing-
ton, Miss Mary Desha and Mrs. Ellen
Harden Walworth, the only three wom-
en, who, owin g to the season of the year,
‘ere near enough to the capital to re-
kﬂd to the call. Thus the society,
which numbers. 40,000 women to-day,
was modestly started. Its raison d’etre
was man's injustice—the refusal of the
Sons of the American Revolution to ad-
mit women to their society.
The society was formally organized
October 11, 1890. In October, 1890, at
a meeting held at the home of Mrs,
Cabell, the colors of Washington's staff,
dark blue and white, were chosen, and
the motto “Amor Patrae” proposed,
which was afterwards changed to“Home
and Country.” A seal bearing the
figure of Abigail Adams in the costume
of 1776, and seated at a spinning wheel,
the suggestion of Miss Mary Desha,6 was
adopted.
On June 8, 1891, the society was in-
:orporated under the laws of congress
for the Distriet of Columbia, as “The
National Society of the Daughters of
the American Revolution.” The sign-
ers of the act of incorporation were Mrs,
Caroline Scott Harrison, Mrs. Henrietta
Greely, Mrs, Sarah E. Goode, Mrs,
Mary E. McDonald, Mrs. Mary E. Ca-
bell, Mrs. Helen M, Boynton, Miss Eu-
genia Washington and Miss Mary Desha,
The officers of the National Society
Daughters American Revolution, con-
gist of a president general, vice presi- '
dent general, in charge of organization:

A fur by the name it sells under, there
now being guch perfection In the art of
dyeing and treating skins that are to
masquernde as something very differ-
ent from their humbie real selves. But
though, doubtless, in the fur business
there are shams galore, yet the valuable
fur-bearing animals are by no means ex-
tinet.

History and romance give added
worth to the ermine, the fur that for so
long has been in favor with royalty; but
{ to our way of thinking it is by no means

| chief among beautiful furs, and it is a
| rather trying to wear, its dead white-
ness, unreliéved by the black tips, would
be almost lmpossible for the average
complexion, Many people think the er-
mine is naturally dappled with black,
but this is not the case, for thelittle ani-
mal in winter; the time when it is cap=
tured, is pure white, save the tip of its
tail, which i very black. It takes nums

bers of the creatures to get enough black
tips for the furrier to prepare theermine
after the fashion demanded to-day,
when ladies insist the unbecoming
| white be relieved by enough black to
{ make it attractive.

In summer the ermine is a sort of ma-
| hogany brown, but in winter nature
| changes his coat to white, so he may fit
in with the snowy wastes about him and
escape the eye of an enemy. But the
small thing is set upon by relentless and
untiring hunters, its Iife sacrificed for
the sake of its beautiful coat. Ermine is
obtained in northern Europe, northern
Asia and the Hudson Bay district.

A white fur of singular beauty is the
white fox, so fashionable this season for
young girls. The Arctic fox, the small-
est of foxes, and one of the most beauti-

| ful, is found in Labrador, Newfoundland

and generally in the Arctic regions of
North America; also in northern Eu-
rope, northern Asia, in lceland and
Spitzhergen In summer this fox is a
bluish gray, like the ermine putting on
a snowy coat in the winter. The fur ex-
tends clear down over its feet; its tail
is very bushy.

In contrast to the furs just mentioned
is the Russian sable, a glorious fur, won-
derfully soft and silky, its rich duskiuess
becoming to everyone go fortunate as'to
be able to wear it. It isa very expensive
fur, so many skins needed, the animal
difficult to capture, the trapper under-
going much hardship and no small dan-
ger in the pursuit of this particular rep-
resentative of the weasel family. The
sable is found at its best in the coldest
month of the year in ¢old Aslatic Rus-
sia, and in searching the wastes over
which the tiny creatures roam not a few
trappers lose their lives. The price of
$500 has been paid for one skin, an ordi-
pary skin is valued at from $25 to $100.
The sable is also found in Kamschatka,
in Labrador forests, and on the borders
of northern Canada,

‘In America we have a sable of less
value than that coming from Asiatic
Russia, one known as the river marten,
Not so costly as the Russian sable, yet it
has a high value. The animal from
which it is procured is about the size of
@ large cat, and it is gray with black
gpots. A gray fur of silky softness and
exquisite tone is the chinchilla, and we
Americans bring over large quantities of
this fur every year from Europe,
Sealskins cost from 30 to 40 per cent.
more than they used to, though yet,
strange to say, the fur is not so l1ked by
Dame Fashion as in days when its mar-
ket value was considerably less. Seals
are found almost exclusively now about
Alaska, and are not captured farther
gouth to the extent they once were. The
young seals are richest black in color,
the older ones shade from black to gray,
the gray on the shoulders, and they are
a reddish brown beneath. Though seal-
gkin seems to have lost some of its pres-
tige, it remains one of the most beauti-
ful of the dark furs.

The lynx is another dark fur of ex-
treme beauty, the hair so long and
glossy. It is found in Asia Minor, in
porthern Europe, and in North Ameri-
c¢a, The fur of the lynx of Asia Minor
shows thick tufts on the thighs and spots
of deepest jet on the breast, The sea ot-
ter is another fur highly valued, and this
animal is hunted in Alaska islets and on
Alaska reefs,
