gro employes at the iron works at
LCenter Furnace.

Mr. Goodwin swore out twelve
§warrants for the arrest of men en-
gaged at the furnace.

The Aldridges gave bond early
this morning. The Sheriff arrived
at noon with Jim Bruce, Mode Eth-
ridge and Wick Meredith and turned
them over to the jailer. Ebb Wood
and Ben Wood gave bond before
reaching the city and were released.

Troops Make An Arrest.

Gen. Williams and his troups ar-
rived at Center Furnace at 10
o’clock and crossing over into Lyon
county, arrested Henry Forsyth,
another of the accused. The sol-
diers are after one more in Lyon
on the intimidation charge.

Gen. Williams said he had many ar-
rests to make in Lyon county and
would remain in the vicinity of Cen
ter Furnace several days.
