Many weeks ago the Kentuckian
iin all kindness called the attention of
Mr. Ewing to the growing discon-
tent in the ranks of his association
in regard to his business methods
and urged him to save the associa-
tion by changing his methods,profit-
ing by the experience of other better
managed organizations in adjoining
eounties. In spite of the good in-
tentions in the advise tendered, the
Kentuckian was at once beset by
Mr. Ewing s dogs of war, from Tige
on down to Fido, from the Only Or-
gan st Guthrie down to the dismal
echa in this city. Mr. Ewing, for
reasons best known to himself, de-
yermined to stick to the old plan of
paying the farmer $3 to $4 for $10
to $11 tobacco, rather than allow it
to be sold without the royalty of $1
o2 more a hundred. He now finds
himself like Nero, fiddling while
Rome burns from a fire he started
himself. Weak and vacilating he
has hesitated and hesitating has lost
eontrol. The association in Chris-
tian ceunty at least is on the verge
af of dissolution. It can be saved
by prompt and vigorous action. The
first step is to change leaders, put-
ting at the head as general manager
some capable business man who
knows how to turn a crop of tobacco
into money, and who will render an
account  for all  mon3y that
passes through his hands, With a
pew leader at the helm, the next
atep should be to open an auction
mwom at every natural market in'the
Black Patch and give every other
sounty as good a chance as Robert-
sop county, Tennessee, enjoys. If Mry
Bwing is unwilling to be retired,
then upon his head will rest the re-
spbnsibility of wrecking the associa-
tion that gave promise of bringing
such great benefits to the trust-rid-
gen farmers.
