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JOSEPH THOMAS

Inventor of Hoopskirts Dies
at His Home in Hoboken.

Hoboken, N. J.—Joseph Thomas,
inventor of hoopskirt, and the first
sewing machine, died several days
ago at his home in this city, aged
eighty-three years. Thomas also
invented a machine in vse all over
the world, for making derby hats, a
self-lighting lamp, & machine for
making sulphur matches, and a
braiding machine.

His fame, naturally, will rest upon
the hoopskirt, so popular among the
women of the Civil war period. Al-
though his many inventions brought
millions to others, Thomas died in
only comfortable circumstances. He
had no greed for money, but a pas-
gion for working out his ideas,

A pathetic feature of Thomas’
death was the fact that his wife died,
unknown to him, ten days ago. In
the last hours of his illness he called
for her time and again. The Thom-
ases were known as Hoboken’s ideal
couple. He often said that it was
his wife’s suggestions that led him
to make the first hoopskirt. He be-
gan disposing of them at $300 a
dozen, but could not turn them out
fast enough, so he sold the patent to
a Philadelphia firm for $50,00. The
firm made millions of dollars out of
Thomas’ idea. The popularity of the‘
gkirt extended to Europe.

Thomas’ sewing machine was made
in conjunction with George Bless.
Neither man made much money out
of his patent, as they were employed
as draughtsmen by a company form-
ed to perfect the sewing machine,
The modern sewing machine is mere-
ly the result of improvements on
their patent.
