“Big Business™ Considers Itself
a Trustee for the

Frankfort, Ky.. Feb,
row Wilson expounded his views of
demoeracy to the Kentucky legisla-

Early in his speech berore the
legislature Mr. Wilson brought out
his idea of*'a system of trusteeship,”
whicn he ssid grew out of the power
wielded by the “'big business’’ inter-
ests in the political world, *'by men
who eould not se« farther than across
the directors’ table.”

Charging republican officeholdérs
were guided by these men, he said
government virtually resolved itself
into a trusteeship. '

‘*These men consider themselves
guardians of the country,'” he said.
“They do not believe the judgment
of the people is sound, hence the
guardianship. At times it is neces-
sary in furthering these interests to
prompt artificial prosperity or its
reverse. We should not be afraid of
threats of the reverse but combat
them with facts gained only by as
sensitive & knowledge of business
a8 these men have themselves,

“Privilege—this ghost has captur-
ed business in thiscountry. No bus-
iness is free and the whole situation
shows an artificial advantage. Buai-
ness men are afraid to talk and this
tremor clutching business is proof of
the grip of privilege and fear of it,

Qur laws of twenty years ago do
not fit conditions sa they are today.
We stand In the presence of & new
order of things. Formerly the peo-
ple were against a chauge but now
they know it is necessary."”
