No estimate of the loss of life is pos

sable because of the lack of commun
ication in Guatemala.

It is understood that Gen. Bennett
H. Young, commander of the Con

federate Veterans, will bring suit in

the name of some pensioner to re
quire Auditor Bosworth to issue
warrants for the February pensions,
and thus secure a decision of the
Court of Appeals as to the constitu
tionality of the 1912 Confederate
pension act.

A delegation from the American
colony in Mexico is preparing to pro
ceed to Washington to request Presi-

dent Wilson to retain Henry Lane
Wilson as ambassador in Mexico, the
place for which McMillin, of Tennes
see, is being pushed.

Gov. McCreary has returned from
"Washington and there is no indica-

tions of his decision about the sena-

torial race. A Frankfort dispatch
says the opinion prevals that he will
not enter the race.

The revolt against the Huerta
government is spreading in the
Northern States of Mexico. The
Maderos, most of whom fled to the
United States, are not taking part
in the hostilities.
