NEW RAILROAD RATE LAW.

As Amended It Is Pronounced
a “Farce” By ' Several
Senators.

Frankfort, Ky., March 18,—By a
votoofla to 15 the senate gave the
death blow to the state-wide prohi-
bition bill after Senator W. A, Frost,
‘of Wingo, had moved that the bill
be taken from the hands of the rules
committee and placed upon its pas-
sage. Senator Moore moved that
the Frost resolution be tabled and
his motion carried by the vote named.

The passage of the tax amend-
ment, which was approved by the
voters last November, the defeat of

“I feel that the time has come for|

me to give to the people of Ken-
tucky my explanation of what I be-
lieve is the true indurance situation
in this State,

gixty companies have withdrawn|

from the State, There have been only}

four that have withdrawn, and they
are small companies; the others have
only suspended. There is & wide dif-

ference between the word suspen-
gion and the word withdrawal, When
a company withdraws it loses all of }
its agency force all over the State
and cancels its licenses to do busi
ness, and if it should want to come
back in the State the Insurance Com-
missioner eculd have it examined at
a great deal of expense to it, and it
would be forced to pay $3 for each
agent’s license; but to suspend costs
it nothing, Why are these compa-
nies suspending? This law does not
go into effect for three months, and

there is nothing in the new law, ‘J
amended, that should interfere with
any insurance company doing a le-
gitimate business. The board has
no more right to cut rates under the
new law than under the o'd. The
features of the new law are a coms
mission to investigate the fire insur-
ance conditions of this state and cod-
ify the present insurance laws, and
this commission the inSurance com-
panies say they want; a hydraulic
and electrical engineer, whose duty
it will be to work in the cities and
towns and advige with the City Coun-
gil in regard to installation of water
‘works and electric light plants (the
insurance companies also asked for
this provision); and three inspectors
whose duties it will be togo over the
State and educate the people how to
remedy the defects in their build-
ings.

KenTUCKY Fite WastE.

“The insurance companies state,
when you ask them the question why
t e insurance rate is higher in Ken-
tucy than in other States, that the
fire waste in Kentucky is over §1,-
V00,000, and I agree with them, and
it is the purpose of this bill only o
do away with this fire wuste, and |1
believe that a representative of the
State can and will do this. The in
surance people claim that they are
paying $25,000 a year to accomplish
this and it has no effect. We only
ask for $17,000 to do thissame work.
The firg insurance loss in the last
forty three years in the United
States averaged 68 per cent; in Ken-
tucky 56 per cent. The average in-
surance rate in the United States
was $1.06; the average rate in Ken-
tucky was $1.84. Under the above
figures our rate in Kentucky should
be $1.02. The policy holder paid to
the insurance companies last year in
premiums §5,390,000 and the com-
panies paid out in fire loses $3,000,-
000; adding to that the cost of their
agency forces, taxes and Actuarial
Bureau expenses would leave them &
net profit of about 19 per cent. The
board has been trying to work with
the insurance companies for two
years, and [ am sure will do nothing
that would work an injury upon any
insurance company, but rather will
work with them to the end that this
fire waste may be done away with,

CHILD LABOR
BILL IS PASSED

INo Newsboys Or Workers In

Streets Under 14 Years
Of Age.

TUNIS LABOR LAW PASSED.

Required fo Be 21 Years Old

To Do Night Messenger
Service.

Frankfort, Ky.,, March 18.—The
drastic Tunis Child Labor Bill, pro-
viding that in first, second and third-
elass cities ‘‘no personunder 21 years
of age shall be employed as messen-
ger for any telegraph, telephone or

| messenger company in the distribu-

tion, tranamission or delivery of
goods or messages before 6 o'clock
in the morning or after 9 o'clock in
the evening,” passed the House
Monday by thevoteof 7T1to 18. The
measure had previously passed the
Senate, Section 15 of the bill pro-
wides that ““no boy under 14 years of
age, nor girl under 18, shall be em-
ployed, permitted or suffered to
(work at any time in city of the first,
[second or third-class in or in connec-
tion with the street occupations of
peddling, bootblacking, the distribu-
tion or sale of newspapers, maga-
zines, periodicals or circulars, nor in
any other occupation pursued in any
street or public place."”

L. 'William Duffy, of Louisville; Stan-
ey F. Reed, of Mason, and others
spoke for the bill. Among those
who opposed it were Representa-
tives Polin, of Washingtion county,
and Humphrey, of Fleming The
latter referred to late Gov Goebel,
who, used to sell newspapers on the
streets of Covington, and argued
that his youthful employment made
a man of him.

Repreresentative Polin asked what
the boy would do now who sells news-
papers on the streets to support a
widowed mother, perhaps, and a lit-
tle sister, He said he thought the
measure a vicious one.

William Duffy said the purpose of
the bill was to save the boy and de-
clared that some of the best women
of Louisville were back of the meas-
ure.

Representative Reed said the bill
had been drafted at the instance of
the Kentuecky Child Labor Associa-
tion.

BECKHAM'’S
CAMPAIGN

For Senator Is Opened With a
Reply To Stanley’s
Charges.

Elizabethtown, Ky., March 18.—
Former Governor J. C. W. Beekham

Democratie nomination for the Unit-

ed States Senate, addressing a gath-

ering that filled the courthouse.

Mr. Beckham denied the charges

of Congressman Stanley relating to

his attitude toward the railroads,

stating that the bills of which Mr.

Stanley complains were enacted ten

and twelve years ago by almost un-

animous vote of the Legislature, and

that no attempt has ever been made

to repeal the legislation which

aroused the ire of the Second Dis-

triet Congressman. He also said

that he did not receive “a large sal-

ary,’" as charged by the Congress-

man, but that his fees from his ser-

vice as an attorney for the railroads
altogether were about $800 a year,

Mr. Beckham proceeded to say
that the railroad issue raised by
Stanley was a false one, intended to
disguise the real issue, which was
Stanley’s own attitude on the liguor
question. He said that while Stan-
ley had been advertising himself as
the fearless foe of the trusts, that
he was really the tool of the greatest
trust of them all—the Liquor Trust
of Kentucky. Referring to the To-
bacco Trust, he said that Stanley had
never rendered the grower any
greater relief than by making inflam-
matory speeches, whereas that while
‘he (Beckham) was Governor he as-
sisted in every way within his power
to aid the growers.
