uflRimutic Weapon DnchargM

Projectiles Withost Noise,

Britisk Colonel Rrports.

A silent gun is the latest weapon

to be brought forward by the Ger-

man army in France, according to a

narrative by Col, E. D. Swinton,

British eyewitness at the front. The
narrative, dated Nov. 23, says:

"In our center the .enemy employ
ed a silent gun which may be pneu
matic or worked by soiie mechanical
contrivance. There is no report of
the discharge, the projectile travels
through the air without any of the
warning made by an ordinary shell
and the first notice of its arrival is

the detonation. So far the weapon
has done no damage."

The account says the trenches of
the opponents are at some points on
lyfortv yards apart. The English
and Germans talk back and forth,
holding shooting competions and ex
change tobacco.

"There the positions are not un
welcome to our men, the account
continues, "for they at any rate are
secure from shell fire, the hostile ar-

tillery being unable to shoot in the
fear it would hit its own infantry."

Cold weather hns frozen the slush,
improving in one sense onuitions in
the trenches, the narrative says, but
the drop in the temperature makes
the men so stiff that many have to be
lifted out of the trenches when re
lieved and others are sent partly
frozen to hospitals.

"Beyond the hardship inflicted on
individuals," Col. Swinton says,"the
change in the weather chiefly has af
fected aerial reconnaissance and
transport. The freezing makes the
roads better and the clear, crisp at
mosphere aids the aviators to see the
landscape more freely."

The Germans in one place are us
ing a howitzer against
the British left, it is said, and the
report tells of the capture on No-

vember 21 of a German aeroplane
bearing circulars calling on the Hin-

dus to desert.
"Some of the roads behind the en

emy's front line in onoquarter,"Col.
Swinton writes "have, it is believed,
become impassable, owing partly to
the weather conditions existing be
fore the recent drop in temperature
and also to the attentions of the al-

lied artillery."

ARABIAN HORSES DYING OUT

.iternatlonal Society Being Former1
With a View to Perpetuation of

The Arab horse, a race which has
been In tho development
of tho most valuable equine breeds of
the present day.

The first work of this society will bo
to start a studbook, one part of which
will Include only pure-bre- d horses ot
desert origin, while tho other will bo
open to all d "Eastern" horses
that Is, horses bred In tho near Bast,
but having an Infusion of alien blood.

Pure-bre- d Arabians are now found
only among the different Bedouin
tribes of the Arabian and Syrian
deserts (In Mesopotamia and the

OHIO IN OCTOBER, 1810

John James Audubon.-th- e Ameri-- .

can naturalist, givis an interesting

iccount of his descent of the Ohio

iver in tho autumn of 1810 What

he describes mikes good reading, ac

a comparison between that which

Audubon found and the highly set-

tled and cultivated Btates of the
Ohio valley today.

"It was in the month of October
The autumnal tints already decorat-
ed the shores of that queen of riv
era, the Ohio. Every trte was hung
with long and fbwing fcstot.m of
different species of vines, many
loaded with clustered fruits of va-

ried brilliancy, their rich bronze
carmine mingling beautifully with
the yellow foliage which now pre-

dominated over the yet green leave?,
refilling more lively tints from the
clear stream than ever landscape
painter portrayed or poet magined.

"The days were yet warm. The
si'n had assumed the rich and glow-

ing hue which at that eeson pro-

duces the singular phenomenon
, cilled there the 'Indian Summer.'
The moon had rather pamed the
meridian of her grandeur. We

; glided down the river, meeting no
other ripple of the water than that

I formed by the propulsion of our
(boar. Leisurely we moved along,
gazing a1 1 day on the grandeur and
beauty of the wild scenery around u.
Now and then a large catfish rose to
the surface of the water in pursuit
of a shoal of fry, which, starting
simultaneously from the liquid ele- -
ment, like so many si very arrows,
produced a ehotverof light. . . . Oth-
er fi9hei we hoard uttering beneath

' our bark a rumblng noise, the strange
! sounds of which we discovered to
proceed from the white perch; for,
on casting our net from tho bow, we
caught several of that species, when
the noise ceased for a time.
