Glasgow, Ky, Soptomber 20. Spec-

ial trains convoyed thousands of Ken'
tucky Democrats, from all sections ot
tho state, to tlie notewortny event oi
the formal opening of the Democratic
campaign for state, Judicial ana legis-

lative offices.
The sparkling oratory of former

Congressman A. 0. Stanley, their
nominee, pleased the multitude of
voters and for the cause
of Democracy. Mr. Stanley spoke, In
part, as follows:

On the .list day of August, 1915,

brief analysis or the declarations upon
which all the candidates of tho Re-

publican Party stand and which has
been described by tho head of the
ticket as his party's "word ot honor"
which "when accepted by the suf-
frage of the people to whom it is
given, becomes a solemn contract
sealed with tho great seal of the
Commonwealth. A covenant
with the people of Kentucky."

What covenant has Mr. Morrow or
his party made to protect tho State
from tho "miners and sappers" of
overy form of free government and
honest endeavor? Search it, and from
beginning to end, from Alpha to Ome
ga, there is not a line, not n word.
not a syllable against "Invisible gov-
ernment," not a pledge to the people
to cleanse the Legislature of corrup- -
tlon or the corrupttonlst. not a som- -

bianco of an anti-lobb- y plank or an
antitrust declaration. Why In the
name of reason and justice and com-
mon sonse, did not my distinguished
opponent, who was present when that
platform was reported, arise in that
Convention and say then as he says
now, "tho Third House Is still greater
than the people's house; still throws
upon It its dark and damning shadow;
while open graft and brazen lobby-
ing Is charged by Kentucky's great-
est Democratic editor?" Why did ho
utter no warning that such an omis-
sion would be regarded as the evi-
dence of Inexcusable Ignorance or the
badge of cowardness and of shame?
Ho calls a Democratic Legislature to
task for falling to pass an anti-lobb- y

bill, but neither he nor his party offer
to the people one ray of 'hope that In
tho event of his election he will sug-
gest or will enact, such a law.

Invisible Government.
The Democracy of Kentucky, pure

and undefiled, has declared war. upon
this monstrous thing, 'invisible Gov-
ernment.' Ellhu Root on the same
day in the very citadel ot privilege
and plunder admitted:

under which Walpole governed tho
Commons nf Encland hv hrlhprv. ns
truly as the atmosphere which madoj
the Credit Moblller scandal possible
in the Congress of the United States
and has been blown away by the
force of public opinion.

"We can take this one step toward
not robbing the people of their part
In government, but toward robbing
an irresponsible autocracy of its In-

defensible and unjust and undemo-
cratic conttol of government, and
restoring It to the people to be ex-

ercised by the men of their choice
and their control."
Prom the north woods to the Ever-

glades of Florida and from Cape May
to the Golden Gate, from the valleys
to the mountain tops, the length and
breadth of the land is filled with what
Mr. Root has well described as the
"deep and sullen and
resentment at being governed by men
not ot the people's choosing."

It was war upon 'invisible govern-
ment', i.t was the declaration ot the
now freedom, .inspiring a trumpet's
call, that made the eloquent schoo-
lmaster ot Now Jersey first Its Gov
ernor and then the President ot the
United States. The exposure ot this
bidden and abominable thing by the
courageous representatives of the peo
ple has been the crowning glory ot
the 63rd Congress, rich as It Is In
achievement and historic in great
tasks nobly done.

No Antitrust Plank.
Not tho creation, but the equitable, dls

trlbutlon of wealth. Is the great problem
confronting the lawmakers of America.
Men everywhere realize more and more
that Inordinate wealth and Widespread
penury are In g'e.it measure attributable
to this Inequltaiile distribution, secured
by Illegal combinations of capital and
the creation of gigantic monopolies.

Laws governing the capitalization of
corporations, regulating the operation of
common carriers, forblddlnrf the forma-
tion of holding companies, the Interlock-
ing of directorates and other multi-
farious devices for tho destruction of
competition nnd the prevention of the
free operation of the naturnl law of sup-
ply nnd demnnd, till the stntutes of the
various States and the Federal Govern-
ment alike.

The one net calculated to protect the
people of Kentucky from exploitation
and plunder by trusts and monopolies
has been declared unconstitutional. ..and
today 'this State stands naked and de-
fenseless, a prey to every crooked com-
bination and every form of corporate In-
iquity, a snug harbor for every commer-
cial pirate seeking refuge from the wise
legislation and the righteous wrath of

An examination of the State or nation-
al nl.itfnrms nf either nartv In Kentucky
discloses the fact that hitherto no two
have been. alike. This s necessarily so
where nlatforms are written In eood faith,
Political organizations at stated periods
promulgate platforms In order that they
may apply Immutable principles to con-
stantly changing conditions. To state

gram for future legislation requires con-
structive statesmanship, and constructive
statesmanship Is a lost art with the re-
actionary ItepUbllcanlsm of Kentucky.

The reference to the protection ot
American Industries and labor Is a veiled
endorsement nf the mnlodnrnus .Pavnfl.
Aldrlch act. the last utterance of the
Republican party An the subject. I had
thought that after a similar approval of
that act nan sent I'resiuent ran to po-

litical oblivion, and his organization to
the JunK heap, tnat "there were none
so. poor as to do It reverence," but the
convention at Lexington has placed a last
withered posey above Its petrifying re-

mains.
In fact, the last Republican convention

did not attempt to write a new platrorm.
It merely repaired an old one, and It
botched the job. Hitherto Republican
platforms have usually followed a sort
of formula first endorsing previous na-
tional and'State administrations, and with
the sole exception of this unique assem-
blage they have hitherto been strong on
the "point with pride" and "viewing
with alarm" stunt. In Xact. they1 have
"pointed with pride" on several occa-
sions when it evidenced more gall than
discretion.

And yet that party which had the stom-
ach In 1900 "to endorse without reserve
the resolute and patriotic course of W.
S. Taylor In resisting with all the power
at his command the usurptlon of the of-
fice to which the people elected him" has
at this good hour never a word to aay
In commendation either of the Repub-
lican national or State administrations.

Hut worse, and last of all. Imagine my
gifted and distinguished friend, proud of
his stalwart Republican forbears, and
of the great standpattets who have add-
ed luster to his honored name. Imagine
him quoting again the language of the
last national - Republican platform to-- the
delectation of a Bourbon Republicanism:

"We Invite the Intelligent judgment
of the American people uponthe ad-
ministration of William II. Taft
that legislation is a record on whichany administration might appeal with
confidence to the favorable judgment
of history,"
And then, far removed from the very

echoes of his last utterance, facing those
who have spewed from their mouths the
easy-goin- g and Invertebrate Taft, and
who still worshln their litnl nf the rtl- -
Stlck, the only and strenuous Teddy, Im-
agine the same Edwin P. Morrow de-
claring:

"We reaffirm our unswerving alleg-
iance to our greatest champion, Theo-
dore Roosevelt."

tlons "false as dicers' oaths."
A covenant with the people, "a solemn

contract, under the great seal of the
commonwealth?" No. Not a pledge, buta trap. Not a promise of reform, but
a delusive bait for the unwary, changed
while you wait. Oh, the old elephant Is
down with senile debility, the Dull Moose
Is up for repairs and out of the ruins
of the discarded carcasses of these Im-
potent beasts despairing Republicanism
would construct a hybred monster upon
wnicn to rme into ounce, a sort of

half reactionary and half
progressive, a Janus-heade- d emblem,
with one blinking face to the dawn and
one sombre countenance turned toward
the setting sun. This new adversary of
Democracy, Progressive nnd Reactionary,
bound to conflicting platforms, may truth-
fully say to the people of Kentucky; "I
don't know where I am going, nor lo I
really care, but I am on my way to a
job, and that Is the real purpose of my
candidacy after all."

"The Democratic party." says Mr.
Morrow, "came Into control of the
three branches of the government Jan-uary I, 1912. On this day there were
outstanding unpaid warrants against
the Treasury amounting In round fig-
ures to 1560,000, On August 31, 1915.
there were outstanding against the
State unpaid Interest-bearin- g warrants
amounting to I3.27S.009.
He therefore assumes the State to be

13,275,000 In debt, an inference absolute-
ly unwarranted by the record and reach-- ,

ed by an artful Juggling of figures, un-
worthy of my distinguished opponent.

As Is well known, nearly all the
State's revenues collected during the last
three months of the year, while the run-
ning expenses of the Government are
about the same, one month with another,
so that, however free from debt the Stat
may be at the end of the year, on the
last of August or the first of September,
Its outstanding obligations will neces-
sarily exceed by hundreds of thousands,
if not millions, the amount then on hand
to meet these obligations. Just as a
farmer having an annual income, say,
of 12,000, the' major portion of which Is
derived from the sale of tobacco or corn,
and other products In the fall and winter,
would probably And on the first of July
that his Indebtedness exceeds by several
hundred dollars his cash on hand. If,
however, this does not exceed the Income
which he might reasonably anticipate
from the sale of his products. It can not
be truthfuUy said that he Is In debt or
Improvident and bankrupt. The unfair-
ness of artfully selecting a time when
75 per cent of the State's expenses hav-
ing been Incurred, with practically all
Its revenues uncollected, is abundantly
Illustrated by applying the same test
to the Republican administration of
which Mr. Morrow speaks In such glow-
ing terms. He says that on January 1,
1912, the outstanding warrants against
his administration amounted In round
figures to 1560,000, nnd yet on August 31.
1911, one year previous (the time cun-
ningly chosen by Mr. Morrow) the Re-
publican party faced a deficit of

In order that we may form an accurate
estimate Oi the relative efficiency and
economy of the present administration
and Its Republican predecessor, It Is only
Just to compare the fiscal condition of
both for Identical periods.

Had the General
Assemblies of 1912 and J914 made none
of these appropriations, the Treasury on
August 31, 1912. would have shown a cash
balance of 82.230.424.53 Instead of a-- de-
ficit Of $2,445,049.20.

Rut Mr, Morrow goes farther and grows
worse, stating "that the State baa been
plunged 12,715,000 deeper Into debt, mak-
ing a total additional expenditure In the
public revenues of 15,727,000." or 11,378,-160.-

more than Is shown by the official
figures. Mr. Morrow Is either very badly
advised or he Is a reckless guesser. This
Is but one ot many Instances showing
that he Is much more picturesque,. than
accurate.

It Is reasonably certain and may well
be assumed that after the collection of
anticipated revenues on the 1st of Janu-
ary, 1916. the State deficit, will not ex-

ceed 11,000,000. Does that Justify the
reckless statement of Mr. Morrow that,
"this Is a bankrupt Stater Can three
million dollars of debt bankrupt a com-
monwealth the value of whose property
exceeds a billion dollars?

What assurance, have we that this state
of hopeless Insolvency, even If It actually
existed, would be remedied by .turning
Kentucky over, "boots and breeches," to
the successors bf Wilson nnd Taylor. Do
those states which for fifty years have
been under an unbroken Republican re
gime show such freedom from debt, such
prosperity as to justify this most perilous
remeayv

Bonded Indebtedness of Republican
States.

Take Maine. Ttenuhllpan for flftv vears.
the home of Dlngley, Reed, Llttlefleld
and lilalne. Let us compare the condi-
tion of poor old Kentucky, this Repub
lican paradise.

The real and personal property of Ken
tuckv Is valued at 1846.454.020. That DtOD
erty pays a tax rate of 85 per thousand,
with no bonded Indebtedness.

Maine has less than half the amount
of taxable property of Kentucky, 1. e.,
1430,025,462, and yet the tax rate reaches
tne appauing sum ot jzj.au on me uiuu-san- d

dollars, with a bonded debt of
8659,000.

Connecticut. Republican almost con
tlnuously for the last half century, has
practically the same amount of taxable
property as itentucKy, 9t5,4V9,vi9, wuu
a bonded debt or 8T.0fii.luu.

New Ifnmnnhlre. with less than 1400.
000,000 or property, has a tax rate of 316
on the thousand and a bonded Indebted- -
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The rock-ribbe- d Republican State ot
Pennsylvania nas a Donaea inueoteaness
of 8125,614,701.

T.lttle Tthnde Iiland. the home of Aid
rich, with 1200,000,000 less property than
Kentucky, has managed under the wise
economy of an unbroken Republican ad-
ministration for generations to get along
with only $5,041,572 of bonaeo lnaeotea
ness.

Utah, with one-four- th of the wealth of
Kentuckv. under the boneflcent control
of Reed Smoot and an Iron-cla- d Repub-
lican organization, has only $11,210,000
Donaea inaeDieaness.

Republican Misrule In the South.
It may be said that I have mentioned

only Northern states nnu tnat ror pur-
poses of comparison I should 'take South-
ern commonwealths having a similar cit-
izenship, alike In manner, customs and
laws. At one time Alabama, Arkansas,
Georgia, Louisiana. Florida, Virginia and
South Carolina nil had a chance at Mr.
Morrow's remedy for extravagance In the
administration of the State's affairs. At
the close of the war they were compara-
tively free from debt, their affairs had
been administered honestly and econom-
ically during generations of Democratic
control. Then the blight of Republican
misrule fell upon that land,
swept by fire nnd sword, her cities In
ruins, her blackened fields billowed with
the graves of three hundred thousand
slain, dismantled and discrowned. Repub-
licanism found her prostrate, and from
the lips of hunger, from want and naked-
ness. It filched untold millions, and "re-
construction" Is well remembered with
more horrOr than the carnage of battle
or 'the famine and pestilence that follow
In the wake of war.

The annual cost of the State's admin-
istration In Louisiana under Democratic
control was $1,162,624 In 1871, under a
Republican regime, It reach the appalling
sum of $7,578,148. The average cost to
the State of each member of the Legis-
lature during the single session was
$113.50 per day. Ten years later, under
Democratic control, expenses were Im-
mediately reduced to $1,617,164, or one-fifth

of the cost" during the reconstruc-
tion period. On December 31, 1863. the
public debt ot Louisiana was $11,182,377.
After three years of Republican control
It was 822.589,828. (

Under Democratic control In 1866, the
cost of maintaining tho government of
Alabama was $655,205. In 1873, under a
Republican administration. It was $2,237,-20- 0,

Four years later, wltn the return
of the Democrats to power. It was

reduced to $874,164.
A Republican administration between

1868 nnd 1874 fastened on the State of
Arkansas a bonded Indebtedness of $17,- -
Z60.36t.

In Florida the cost of administering the
affairs of the State more than doubled
under a Republican administration.

In 1866 Georgia, which until that time
had never known Republican rule, had
a bonded Indebtedness of $828,802. After
less than three vears ot Republican con-
trol Its bonded Indebtedness was Increas-
ed to nearly $18,000,000,

The State of Virginia, under a Demo-
cratic administration in 1860, carried a
public debt of $29,106,659. In 1870, under
Republican --aile. this debt Jumped to the
appalling sum of 149.290,839.

Mr. Morrow has talked much about the
extravagance of Democrats In purchasing
office furniture. The Htnte Capitol at
Columbia was refurnished during this
period. Quoting the testimony of a Con-
gressional committee. Honorable James
M. Pike, author of "The Prostrate South,"
writes.

"When the Legislature met the last
time the new furniture was all In. the
House was furnished most superbly. A
great deal was said, III the papers about
the extravagance, n great deal of talk
was made about the carpet being so
fine and about the magnificent chan-
deliers and spittoons, and one thing
and another for an Impoverished peo-
ple. Hven several Republicans said to
me that It provoked them to eee so
much extravagance, when we were so
little able to nfford it. When the
bill came In It amounted to $95,000.

The highest "prices were paid
. for this furniture, three or four or five

times Its value for Instance, $750 was
paid for one mirror In the Speaker's
room: each official had a separate room
for himself, most gorgeously fitted up,
with toilet sets and all the parapher-
nalia of a dwelHng house! clocks at
$160 apiece: chandeliers at $450.
There were two hundred fine porcelain
spittoons, at $8 apiece. There
were only one humirej and twenty-fou- r
members." A

One real commission on the Job during
working hours and working days could
do the work of all."
It la inconceivable that Mr. Morrow

would assail with a sneer Institutions of
which he secretly approves. For that
reason I give to his facetious expression
a candid interpretation and assume that
he means what he plainly Infers, that
In the event of his election, he
will abolish them alt and place
these various departments under the
heterogeneous control of a clique ot po-
litical wiseacres and s.

When he does It he will have' utterly de-
stroyed the only feasible method yet
discovered by any progressive State for
the protection of the health of Its citi-
zens, the security of the traveling public,
the safety of bank deposits, the adequate
protection of game and fish, the con-
servation of forests, for securing cheap-
ness and uniformity In school books, the
detection and punishment of Incendiaries,
and, above all, the maintenance and de-
velopment of public highways.

In this effort to overthrow all the re-
sults of the long, patient labor of con-
structive statesmen he will find himself
opposed not by Democrats alone, but by
forward-lookin- g men and women every-
where, by every philanthropic society, by
every progressive organization, by every
good roads movement and by every broad-mind-
