taching form a box by nailing six-Inc- h

strips on all sides. IJulid n door frame
by fitting three-Inc- h strips along tho
four edges of box opening.

CAKE IMPROVES WITH AGE

Fruit Confection, Richly Made, Is Bet-

ter If Allowed a Certain Time
to "Mellow."

It Is not n very unusual thing to bo
given a tasto of a girl's mother's wed-
ding cake at tho wedding of the girl
.herself which Is tho same thing as
saying that It Is not very unusual to
taste of fruit cako that hfcs kept well
for 20 or 25 years.

Of course, fruit cako to keep well
must bo very rich that Is, It must
contain much fruit. And' such cake

(

really Improves with age. It can be
eaten before It attains the ripe old j

ago of twenty-liv- e yenrs, but It Is far
better a month after baking than the
day after.

Here Is a recipe for rich fruit cake:
Cream, half a pound of butter and half
a pound of brown sugar until rich and
light. Then add five oggH, beaten
without separating, until creamy. Then
add half a teacupful each of molasses

.and brandy and two nnd one-hal- f cup-fu- ls

of pastry flour. Then add a pound
each of seeded raisins nnd currants
and n half a pound of thinly sliced
citron, which have nil been mixed with
half n cupful of flour. This makes
three cupfuls of flour In all that are
used. Then mix In a tcaspoonful each
of nutmeg, maco and cloves, nnd finally
odd half a teaspoonful of soda dis-
solved In wnrm water. Pour Into two
bread pans nnd bake very slowly, for
a couple of hours, until well done.

Wrap tho cakes In waxed paper
when they nro baked and pack In n
tightly closed metal box. A tin pall
with a tight cover Is good. A cloth may
bo wrapped outside of the paper, but
tho paper should be next to the cake.

Electric Fans For Winter.
Why Is It that the first sign of

cool weather the electric fan Is rele-
gated to the cellar, tho attic, or the
storeroom, as the case may bo? Sim-
ply because the mission of the elec-

tric fan Is misunderstood, observes tho
Scientific American. It Is looked upon
as a device for cooling the air during
warm weather, when as a matter of
fact It merely stirs the nlr. If ever
there was nn efficient way of warming
a room during the coldest winter's day
It Is to place an electric fan near a
radiator so that Its breeze passes
through the heating colls. This re-

sults In creating a current of wnrm air
throughout the room; nnd Instead of
the heat of the room being confined to
the immediate neighborhood of the
radiator, It Is distributed to the fur-
thermost corners of the room. Why
