VOTING DONE ON SUNDAY

Congressional Elec-lions Held
But Results Not Yet
Definitely Known.

Mexico City, Mex., Mar. 12.—Gen-
ernl Venustinno Carranza was Sunday

+|elected president of Mexico by what

is believed to have been the largest
vote ever cast in the republic.

Although the vo.ers had the privis
lege of writing in or declaring any
name they desired, General Carranza
received all but a few scattering bal-
lots. The estimated vote cast runs
all the way from several hundred
thousand to a million., The presi-
dential election Sunday was provided
for in articlesadopted by the constitu-
tional assembly which met at Quere-
taro. Many of the old residents de-
clare that this was the first real
election ever held in the country.
Reports from various parts of the re-
public indicate that there was no dis-
turbance or intimidation.

Mexico will now have a constitu-
tional president for the first time
since 1911, when Francisco Madero
received more than 300,000 vates.
General Victoriano Huerta called an
election in 1914 and declared himself
elected, but later nullified the election
on the grounds that an insufficient
number of votes had been cast.

The election yesterday was simpli-
fied by the fact that there is no vice
president under the constitution. It
will be some time, however, before
the returns of the congressional elec-
tions are definitely known.

London, 12.—Bagdad, the
chief Turkish city in Mesopotunia
and formerly the capital of the em-

pire of the caliphs, has been captured
by the British forces. Announcement
of the capitulation of the city wms
made this evening by the British offs-
cial bureau.

The statement was received on re-
ceipt of a telegram from Generl
Maude saying the British forces [
occupied Bagdad early Sunday morm-
ing. No details of the capture of fhe
city were contained in Gen. Maude™s
dispatch.

Apparently the occupation was ef-
fected without resistance and with
only slight losses. Even if the Turks
succeeded in extricating all their
forces the loss of Bagdad isa g
blow to them. Bagdad has been#
base of all Turkish operations in Per-
sia. Up to within a few days ago the
Turks occupied about 20,000 squeres
miles of Persian territory, buot with
the Russians pressing them closely
from *Kirmanshah, as well as from
the direction of Erzerum, indicatfoms
point to a speedy junction of the Fral-
ish and Russian forces, which wounlki
soon compel the Turkish evacustivs
of Persian territory.
