Mrs, Julis Heath, national presi-
dent, who will be commander in
chiaf, says the army will work in co~
operation with the National Defense
council, The purpose of the move-
ment 18 to teach housewives how to
save in the kitchen. L

The first move will be to get the
women to nail up in their kitchen a
poster, bearing the picture of an
American flag and the reminder that
women must prevent waste of food
to help the United Btates win the
war. Recruiting stations are to be
opened in the homes and stores. A
woman doesn't have to be a member
of the Housewives' league in order
to enroll. After the “army” is mo-
bilized, there will be classes to in-
struct women with servants, women
with no servanta and servants thems
selves in the much-needed art of pre-
venting waste of food.
