tol and as she appeared on the scene
the negroes offered no further resist
ancc. Nine others in Jhe corridor
took no part in the struggle.

BIG GUNS POUND IN STORM

Strong Russian Offensive on
Rumanian Front is Be-

lieved in Prospect.

Comparatively little fighting activi-
ty is in progress on any of the fronts
except in the nature of reciprocal
bombardments. In Flanders Thurs-
day1 both the British and French
troops kept! to their trenches.

The big guns on both sides.howevcr,
were shelling opposing positions vig-

orouslythose of the allies in work
of destruction and those of the Ger-
mans in the nature of disturbers of
the peace of the allies in their new
trenches.

Additional rain over this region has
accentuated the swampy condition of
the ground, and it probably will bo
several days before the British and
French again jointly unleash their
men for another raid against the Teu-
tons. Wednesday night the French
repulsed a heavy counter attack east
of Braiebank. The Germans during
this attack let the British severelv
afonc with their infantry but hurled
masses of" shells into their line west
of Passchendacie.

Along the southern front in France
the Germans again have met with de
feat in attempts .to" capture French
positions on the east bank of tho
Meuse in the Verdun sector. The at-

tacks, however, were not made In the
nature of trench raiding operations.

The prospect of a return to heavy
fighting in Rumania with the Russians
the aggressor seems good. On the
Rumanian plain and near Braila the
Russians have heavily bombarded the
Teutonic allied position, while the
Germans in reprisal shelled the im-

portant Danubian town of Galatz,
their shells causing several fires. On
the northern sector of the eastern front
near Riga the Germans, after a heavy
bombardment, pushed back the Rus
sians in tne vicinity of tho Fskotf.
highroad.
