SPORT ONLY FOR STRENUOUS

Harpooning Devilfish Differs- - Some
what From Pastime So Much Be-

loved by Ordinary Fishermen.

The extraordinary shape, huge size,
nnd vast power of tho big devilfish, or
mantn, give him an evil reputation,
which Is heightened by his black color-
ing. A queer peculiarity of this col-

oring Is that the black pigment comes
off on anything touching it. Kneeling
on on6 of the devilfish when It was
drawn up on the sand I arose with my
knee completely blackened. The skin
Is not only very tough, but Is also very
rough, being covered, like that of an
old shark, with dermal denticles which
scarify the skin If a naked arm or leg
is drawn across It The big mouth is
practically toothless, entirely so as re
gards the upper Jaw, while the lower
Jaw has a small dental plate which
differs In the two sexes. In spite of
Its size the manta is in no way dan-
gerous to. man unless nt tacked; but
when harpooned Its furious energy,
tenacity of life and enormous strength
render it formidable ; for it can easily
smash or overturn a boat which is
clumsily handled, and If the ropes foul
nn accident is apt to occur. From

Saving Czar's Aurochs.
Kartsoff, former master of the hunt

for Emperor Nicholas, who now ad-

ministers the formerly imperial do
mains at Gatchlna, tho residence of
the Dowager Empress Marie, has taken
measures to prevent tho destruction of
seven surviving aurochs, the only Eu-
ropean bison now known with certain-
ty to exist In Russia. Until lately a
large herd was maintained in Nicholas'
vast forest nt Blelovlesb, White Rus-
sia, ten from which were sent to
Gatchlna before the war. When the
Germans occupied Blelovlesh they
killed and canned hundreds of aurochs.
It Is not known If any survive nt Ble-
lovlesh, but before tho killing two
were presented to the Stockholm Skan-se- n

park. After the revolution, the
Gatchlna populaco organized an au-
rochs' hunt, considering tho beasts
"Imperial" and therefore fair ganio.
They killed three. M. KartsofTs meas-
ures aim at preserving the remainder.

Under Section 3400 of the
Kentucky Statutes, interest at

lh2 rate of eight per cr ntum
per annum ie now being add-

ed to all up)'d city taxr.
This interest has been running
since October 1, 1917, on tax
cs for the year 1917, and if

said tnxes are paid now very
little interest will have to be
paid. On all city taxes for the
year 1917, which remain un
paid on the first day of De
cember, 1917, an additional
penalty of 6 per centum will

be added.
The city officials have no

desire to inflict the payment
of interest and penalties on
the tax payers, but the law
makes it my duty to collect
the interest and"penalty above
mentioned if taxes are not
paid before the dates onjvhich
said interest and penalty, un-

der the law, are added.
Persons, firms'and corpora-

tions who have not paid their
city taxes are requested to set
tle same now and thereby es
cape the payment of future in-

terest and penalty.
