OUSE the fiock comfortably; keep houses dry and
well venfilated, sllowing plenty of fresh sir and
sunshine.
Remodel the old house—stop cracks and eliminate
drafis.
Give hens a good straw litter to seratch in during
the winter months,

and return the greatest profits.  Early hatched
chicks have the advantage of n longer and better
growing season,
Hot wenther retards the growth of young chicks.

EVER allow the mother hen w range with the
young chicks until they are at least two weeks
old.
Enormous numbers of young chicks are lost each
year by allowing them to run in the wet grass during
their early life.

SHADF. and moge for chickens will give the best re-
sults. Hot sun retards growth. There should
be trees, corn, sunflowers; elc., on the range lo pro-
vide shade during the hot summer months.
