HICH SCHOOL NOTES.

(Uy Ben King Hurned.)

Few people in Hopkinsville realize
how much pleasure and instruction
an hour's visit to the domestic econ-
omy department of the High School
would afford. Seventy-fou- r girls are
in mis acpartment twenty-tw- o in
dnmeatic science, or cooking, and
Dfty-tw- o in domestic art, or sewing.
The members of both departments
have a regular recitation once a week
and the other days they put into
practice what they have learned and
experiment with practical work.

The kitchen is well equipped with
all of the modern conveniences.
Benches running parellel to the walls
and about six feet from them furn
ish the individual cupooards for the
girls, in which they keep their dishes
and cooking utensils. Onthcae bench-
es are placed twenty hot plates at
each of which two girls work. The
instructor uses a large gas range
for demonstration work. Four sinks
furnish the facilities fur water and
washing dishes. The kitchen is
equipped with electric lights in case
it should become necessary on some
occasion to use it at night The re-
frigerator and large safes are kept in
an adjoining room to the kitchen.

The girls use eighty minutes a day
for their work, during which time
they wear spotless white capa and
aprons. Their work Includes every-
thing that would be of value to a
house keeper. They learn the beat
ways of making coffee and teas, so
that they will be most delicious and
sun Healthful. They experiment
wun cooking and seasoning vegeta-
bles that they may be most palatable
and not injurious. Their work also
includes the preparation of all cereals
and fats, aa well aa many expert
nienta to determine tke food values
of different substances, a thing which
every housekeeper needs to know,
but a thing in which many of them
are lacking. The girls keen notes
books on the work, which can be used
as reference books In the future, a
treasure whkh any one would covet
Besides individual notes on class
work these books alo contain plsns
for kitchens arranged with one idea
in view, convenience. '

Recently the board has taken UP
the question of a dining room, and
preparations. are now being made to
equip It The girls have been look-
ing forward to this addition for a long
while and have turned all of their
endeavors toward its accomplish
ment At odd intervals the girls
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hold pie sales. These always
II excellently both on account of

their quality, and on account of girls
who sell them. With the money re
ceived from these soarces the girls
nave nearly finished paying for the
silver in the dining room, and beside
they have purchased curtain for
their department When the difiing
room ia finished beside tka regular
us to which it will be put for the
training of the girl in the art of
serving, it will be used on special
occasion to serve lunch to visitors
or boy and thi may partly account
for the girl' enthusiasm in the work.

The domestic art department is
equally as interesting aa th domes
tic science. The sewing room la pro-
vided with tables, at each of which
about four girl work, a long cutting
table, four machine and a fitting
room which ia provided with all con-

venience for trying or. garments. In
their work the girls learn how to
distinguish the different textile and
how to us them. Each atudent fur
nishes her own materials, and is al
lowed to mak only garments of
practical use. Thi avoid th fifty
cent a month fee, which is required
of the student taking cooking. Th
making of button holes, basting and
hemstitching is also included in their
work.

The domestic economy department
ia indespensable in a high school. It
teaches girl tha practical aid of
life a thing which few of them would
ever think of otherwise.

Our department ha recently been
inspected by th State High School
Inspector and haa been pronounced
one of th best in the State.
