The name of PwrmWr ia do lone

er appropriate, for it if derived from
"dtHTm," the Itin word meaning
"ten." The name waa first appiied

to the Homane when the year waa di-

vided into ten months, with the ad

dition of supplementary dava to com
plcte the period required for revo

lution of the earth around the tun.
When the calendar of Romulus

wan amended in 713 B. C. by Kama
Pompilius and the rear was divided
into twelve months, December be--

raiM the twelfth month, but retained
its original name. Tlie Emperor
Commodus, who reigned in the sec-

ond century, attempted to change
the name of December to Amazonius,
in honor of fair favorite of that
name whom he had painted to re
semble an Amazon. This innovation
was not popular, and when Corn-mod- us

died from poison adminis-
tered by another feminine favorite
the name of Amasoniua died with
him.

The ancient Saxons called the last
month Winter Monat, which was
afterward changed to ITelig Monat,
or holy month, wbea they were con-

verted to Christianity. The modern
Oemtana again changed the name to
Christ-Mone- t, because the month
contains the anniversary of tha birth
of Christ
