HUNS CANNOT
AMERICANS PUSH

AND BAG 200 MORE HUNS

Amerirsn Army in France, June 7.

American Marine in their second
drive against the Germans, together
with tha French at Msrne, in defense
of Tens, to-d- captured 200 prison-
ers making a total of 300 in two
days and nearly a score of machine
guns.
