THE NEXT FRUIT CROP.

Dutloek 15 Yot Quite as Dishearten.
ing as 1t Would Apprar to Mosnt
on First Thosght,

The coming seuson will pot be sa
moted for its abundant erop of frait
as last, The exceasively cold winter
has killed so many trees and vines that
we ean hardly expect to have much
more thmn a half or three-quarters of
a crop, and in some loonlities even less.
Consequently there was never a Ben-
son when more atfention wus needed
in the orchard, for by giving betler
eultura to the fruilt it Is possible tc
makoe some nmends for noture's short
comings. There ix always one redeem-
ing feature shout asmall erop, Prices
are apt to be higher, and this some
times brings them up to n point where
profits are more satisfactory. Inyéurs
of excessive frult ylelds the profils to
the growers huve more than once been
so small that they hardly pald for the
time and labor bestowed upon thelr
enlture. A smaller crop with better
prices may not be so good to the con-
sumer, but it is apt to be better for
ibhe farmerys’ pocketbooks, Thus the
outlook for froit growing this yems
may not be quite ns bad as would ap-
pear at first thought,

But there is need of preparation for
it. More ilhan ever ja it necessary to
giva the trees and vines good enltiva
tion, and protect them from the rave
nges of Insects and discase, ‘There In
probably no orchard where the cul
ture 18 no good that It conld not be
improved a little. By studying the
| trees carclully, and giving the best
attention to the fewer number of trees
that bave withstood the cold, we can
surely Increase the yield to some ex-
tent. The outlook Is not a matter for
sorrow or regrel 50 much as it ls one
for renewcd cifort to better cultnre.
