What a Crittenden County Boy

Thinks of tho Celestials.

Kditoh Puijhs: Through tho
coIiiuiiih of your pnporl

will endoavor to 'toll tho many of
my fHonda who road your pnpor
of China and a soldior's life in tho
fnr Knst.

First of ml 1 will toll you of tho
nntivoa. Tho first thing to como
to my mind is the oxcoeding low
prico nt which thoy work. Tho
Unitod Statos government had
Bomowhoro nonr n thousand na-tiv- oa

working for it and tho prico
thuy pay them is only oqnal to 10
conts a day, nnd thoy mnko a great
doal of monoy in their estimation.
Tho pooiosl man in our groat Uni-
tod Htntos would think this wns
nothing; but of courso thoso poor
cool i os novor know what wngo&
woro until this war. Thin has boon
tho causa of giving tho poor Chi-noso- a

chnuco, and of keeping tho
rich down; for no coolio who is
ablo to work nood bo without it
now, out llioy havo such crude
and odd ways doing things now.
For instance, tho only way thoy
have of transporting freight is tho
two whoolod enrts nnd tho wheel-bnrro-

in tho cart thoy work from
one to four mulos, nnd many times
you see a Oliinoso with two or
throe cows and one or two mules,
ns tho case may bo, and all these
carts. are -- bearers oi souio .heavy,
burden, Btioh as coal and wood; but
the whoolbarrows enrry all tho
morchnndiso, and on thoso thoro
aro throo coojics, two for pulling
and ono for tho handles; tho whool
is throo foot in dinmctor and tho
framo is just balancod on it, so
thnt when it is londod it does not
bonr down on tho man who doos
the work in the shafts or handles
of tho wheelbarrow.

Tho wny thoy havo of transpor-
ting freight on tho Poi-h- o river is
by junks. Theso nro vory odd
looking crnfts. Thoy nro londod
nt Tong Ku with various cinssosof
inorohuiidibonnd put forth for tho
forts up tho rivor; most of them
go to Toin Tsin and Pokiu. Tho
wny thoso boats aro propolled is
by a ropo roach ing from tho mast
lioad to tho bank of tho rivor; thon
tho coolioB put a hnruoss on thorn,
mnko it fnst to tho main lino, nnd
in this wny thoy propol thoir un-cou- th

looking junkB, Thoy work
just like horsos.

I only toll you of thoso fow char'
notoristics of thoso strnngo pnoplo
to givo you some idon of tho na-

tion thnt ohnllonged tho world for
a light nndgotnecommodntod; but
thoy got more than thoy had bnr-gniu-

for.

I will now ondenvor to toll you
of tho ditforout nationalities who

fnro nivolvod horo. 1 will tnko
thorn ns I think thoy stand in tho
ostimntion of tho Chinoso:

Thoy nro roBpootod nnd lovod by
ovory ono ovor horo, oxcopt tho
Frouoh; but no quo enn got along
with thoso follows. But thoy can't
hnndlo tho boyB in bluo. Thoy will

our boys hnvo nothing but tho
wonpons tho Lord provided them
with, but thoy nlwnys mnungo to
got a Fronoliinnn'snrins, sonio wny
and onoh timo ono of thorn losos
thoir sido nrms thoy got fivo years
in prison.
