The next town I visited was
Marfu, county seat of Presidio
county, a town of wbout 1200 in-

Of course the wealth of these
towns is the cattle trade. Gieneral
stocks of merchandise are carried
instead of special lines, as in the
onst. The business of some of
these concerns must be enormous
as they seewmn to be almost con-
stantly busy putting up supplies
for ranchmen.

Stockton, we passed the Santa Ro-
sa Springs, a point of great inter
est Lo one  seoustomed to the bar.
ren plains of this arid region,
Long ago the waters of this
spring were tarned upon the sur.
rounding country, to make it blos.
som as the rose. Rows of tall and
graceful cottonwoods surrounding
an orohard and fields of alfalfa in
bloom seemed like adream of hea.
ven to an exile from the rain belt,
Leaving Santa Rosa ufter a short
rost we bowled along across the
parched and barren plains to Ft.
Stockton, a quaint old town of
adobe houses and ruins suggestive
lof the border warfare, and stage
routes of earlier days. Here in
earlier times troops weru stationed
to watch the Indians and proteot
the stage line from San Antonioto
El Paso. The ruins of the old
barracks are still to be seen on the
hills north of town. This was an
ideal spot for an army post, on ac-
count of the abundance of pure
water afforded by the springs in
that vicinity. The flow of these
