The registering closed July 2,
and the drawing began July 29 at
Kl Reno. The 167,00 names were
placed in one wheel. and the num.
bers representing the 13,453 quar-
ter sections of land in another
wheel. The first name drawn from
the wheel was numbered No. | and
then a number was drawn from
the wheel containing the land
numbers. The person drawing
No. 1 was given choice of all the
lands. the person drawing No 2
was given the second choice, and
80 on till the 13,473 tracts of land
were gone. The persons drawing
the first 126 numbers were allowed
to file on Aug. 0; those drawing
the second 125 numbers on Aug.
7, eto.

The roads leading to the land
offices for days before the drawing
took place were full of wagons. It
would remind one of the train of
wagons that sped scross the west-
ern prairies during the gold ex.
oitement in California in "149; there
were wagons from Colorado, the
Dakotas, Kansas, lowa, Minnesota
and in fact from everywhere, be-

sides those who came on the train

from every State in the Union,
Texas, Kansas, Oklahoma, and

the Indian Territory furnished

land or a sign of a settlement in all
this scope of country. 'Tis just
ns pature left it, except it is used
as pasture. We would travel all
day and never see a house or crops
of any kind

The Comanche tribe of Indians
is supposed to be the most unciv-
ilized of all the tribes. There is
no place where a person can get a
better insight into Indian life than
around Fort Sill.  These Indians
still wear their blankets and cos-
tumes, and live in the teepees ns
they did when Listory was written
Theie is no sign  of progress; the
squaw still carries the wood and
huilds the fire: nature cleared the
ground. The sun does not get too
hod for the syuaw's bare head.

These Indians are not at all
pleansed with thedeal by which
they are losing their land. It can
easily be seen that they would re.
sist the white man taking posses-
sion if they were sirong enough.

Pardon me, Mr. Editor, I did
not mean to mnke this lefter so
long. One could write a week of
the scenes around Fort Sill —the
governmeut post, the soldiers, the
old barracks with the port holes
through which the soldiers used
to shoot the Indians duaring their
raids upon the Fort,

The drawing is over. 1 was one
