Diaz
took hold of Mexico in 1876 at a time when utter chaos reigned
throughout thc nation; when the world looked upon thc republic as
but one of many hotbeds of revolution and anarchy of South and Cen-
tral America.

Out of this chaos Diaz has fashioned a republic which has come
to wealth and power, and a place among thc law-abidi- ng nations o
the world. HE HAS BEEN THE ARCHITECT AND BUILDER
OF MODERN MEXICO, and has buildcd upon a foundation of suf
ficient stability to stand for coming centuries.

Diaz has passed his three score years and ten, and his days at
drawing to a close, but his work will live after him. THE NATION
WHICH HE HAS WROUGHT FROM CHAOS WILL NEVER
AGAIN REVERT TO THE SAME CONDITION from which it
was rescued by this nineteenth century giant. No one will come after
him who will be able to undo a work so well done as is thc building of
Mexico. Thc country has been at peace for a quarter of a century,
everything has improved, and thc men who helped the president to
bring this about arc around him still. Even if he die they will remain.
Public sentiment has admitted Mexico to a place among thc enlight-
ened nations of vhe world, and she will never again pass beyond thc
fold.

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ERNMENT OR NOT, BECAUSE THEY HAVE NO ALTER
NATIVE TO OFKER. The British empire can produce no rcmcly
for the present administration of English affairs.

We cannot look to the Tory party for relief, we cannot look to
the Liberal party for relief. Neither or both of these can give tu
that for which we seek an alternative government.

The great mnss of the English people believe, whether they sav

so or not, that the present government has grossly mismanaged Vn

land's affairs, yet this nation, a nation of proud traditions, of great
imperial strength in the past, is to-da- y helpless be-

fore an administration of which the people do not ap-

prove because they can offer no alternative to it.

This statement contains, the greatest dispar-

agement Great Hritain has ever known. None of
her enemies, of which she has so many, could pos-

sibly say worse, but it is true alas, too true.
If this condition is to continue, which God

grant it may not, it is time for Englishmen to for-

swear their empire, to put up their shutters, and
go and dig in their cabbngc gardens. A nation
that cannot produce an alternative government is
more fit to control allotments than an empire.

ANOMALIES OF THE LAW.

In no branch of the law arc such curl-ou- s
points to be found or a grentur

number of anomalies to be met with
than in the criminal brnnoh thereof.

It may be news to some people, for
instance, to know that there are a num-
ber of things in existence which eatrnot
be stolen, such as a corpse, animal
feme naturae, 1. e., nuimals wild in a
state of nature (with certain excep-
tions created by statute), soil of the
earth, etc To attempt to steal noth-
ing would nppcar. on the face of it,
to be an impossibility, much less a
crime, but n man indloted for attempt
ing to pick a lady'a pocket which was
uiMquetly found to be empty was
found guilty of "an attempt to commit
theft," though, in fact, there was
nothing In the pocket to stent.

Anyone lucky enough to pick up a
Hovcrelgn lying In tho road will be glad
to hear that if nt tho time of fiuding it
he had no reasonable means of discov-
ering the owner of it, and also if he did
not nt thc Mine time ooncnire of appro,
printing It to himself, he will not be
guilty of stealing it If he keep his
lucky find, even if the rightful owner
is dfscovcred and claims It.

Most people walking in the country
must have noticed on numerous occa-
sions boards or placards posted up in
wood, fields, etc, notifying in large
letters that "trespanscrs will be prose-
cuted," but few aie aware that such
notices nrc utterl useless and no one
need feel thc least alarm thereat, there
being no such ofTtnte known in crim-
inal law as such n trespass, and a per-
son could never be proweuted for such
an offense. They arc, In (net, in tlie
words of the eminent jurist, Sir Fred
erick Pollock, in hi well-knnw- u work,
"Pollock on torts," u "wooden false-
hood," says London Tit-Bit- s.

It is a common fallacy to i inn trine
that the crime of forgery consist in
signing nnothcr's name, though, in
fact, committing forgvry consists in
making and uttering nny fnlo instru-
ment in writing with attempt to de-

fraud; thus, it moy be a forgery to
omit a word from a document', nnd it
will be n matter of considerable sur-
prise to many to learn that It is possi-
ble for n person to forge hlsor her own
name. A person, however, who fraudu-
lently inserts another' name on a
picture, thereby belling it ns the work
of some other artist, is not guilty of
forgery, as a picture In not nn "instru-
ment in writing."

The crime of perjury nl.10 does not
quite "fit in" with the gencrnlly ac-
cepted Idea, which is that if a person,
nfter being sworn on oath to spenk
the truth, swears falsely, he Is guilty
of sueh offeiiEe. This Is correct, with
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the Important qualification that the
fact the witness has sworn to mu t
be material to the cause Thus f
n witness on bring duly sworn gies
u false address on being asked whera
he lived, this, though untrue, w,n,
not amount to perjury, ns the p'n t
where the witness lived would be
quite Immaterial.

Jury through speaking tho truth mar
seem n curious nnomnly, but surh,
nevertheless, is thc fact, ns the un
of perjury is not whether a pers n
is speaking the truth, but whethrr
he is speaking what he believes to
be the truth; so if n witbess, for .

stance, on being nsked "What colorrd
tie wns tho prisondr wenrlng wIkd
you met him?" replied "red," wic.
in fnct, he did not rcnlly notice, h

would be guilty of perjury, eren
though the prisoner was, iu rral.tv,
wearing n red tin when the witueis
met him.

mitted between thc hours of nine p
