cated at Arundel Covo on Chesapeake

It Is only within a few years that tho
general public lias been awaki nuig
to a realization of tie opportunities
and advantages open to an ofllcor In
Undo Sams pollco force of tho sea

boon of lato a marked Incrcaso In tho l B V of notice
applications for admission to the cadet
school Any young man not loss than
18 nor moro than 25 years of age and
not less than C feet 3 Inches In holght
Is Jf unmarried oligiblo to appoint ¬

ment as a cadet but no ncrson Rhonlil
doludo thomselves with tho idea that
It Ib easy to get into tho cadet corps
iur uio entrance examinations are

elected and ro elected President of the
American Forestry Association a pow
erful organization composed of publio- -

plrlted men throughout the country
wnich has probably done moro than
any other ono Influence to awaken
national interest in tho enormous
destruction of tho forests and tho neces
sity for tholr busincss liko management
and preservation even to tho reforest-
ation

That the movement In the United

States is coming to bo considered on
important ono Is to somo extent evi
denced by tho Increased recognition of

After advocating tho broadest kind
of protective forest policy ho touched
on tho subject of reforesting certain
sections Ho thought that every day
should bo an nrbor day that every year
should mark a notnblo advance in tho
effort to recover lost grouud

O00 acres nor stop at 100000 acres
but Bhouhl plant 1000000 acres In
trees and this would bo vlowed from
Bovoral points tho very best investment
which tho United States over made It
would bo a paying money Investment
to the government and it would be a
tromendous help to our agriculture
Tho prico of merchantable timber is in-
creasing
